Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Raymond Hutchinson and seconded by James Vickers.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by Ronald Smith to accept the minutes of the meeting held on October 17, 1995.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


A couple of concerned parents addressed the Board regarding bus routes.  The Board suggested the matter be handled through the Superintendent.


PROJECTS UPDATE

Tom Panico, Director of Operations, updated the Board on projects currently underway.  James Vickers made a motion to approve preparation of plans and specifications and to let the bid for the HVAC addition and restroom for the resource building (building #15) at Trenton Elementary School.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


AWARD BIDS

Information was presented to the Board regarding bids for the Full Service School Project.  It was the recommendation of Tom Panico that both bids be rejected and that he be authorized to work with the suppliers to obtain the cabinets for $10,000.00 or less.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to reject both bids and to authorize Mr. Panico to obtain the cabinets and casework for $10,000.00 or less.  The motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

Sheree Lancaster, School Board Attorney conducted a closed hearing in Case #95-012.  Student #2100000940 along with two of his relatives were present at the hearing.  After hearing testimony regarding the case, Superintendent Don Thomas recommended that the Board expel the student for the remainder of the 1995-96 school year and all of the 1996-97 school year.  

Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to expel Student # 2100000940 for the remainder of the 1995-96 school year and all of the 1996-97 school year with the student having the option to petition for admittance for the 1996 summer school session or the 1996-97 school year.  Mr. Hutchinson's motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


The Board was advised that no action was necessary in Case #95-010 due to placement by a staffing committee of Student #2100001006 on a home study model which prohibits the student from being present on campus at any time for the duration of the current Individual Education Plan.


Horace Hart, Director of Transportation, provided the Board with information regarding several bus routes.


The Board recessed until 1:30 P.M.


PERSONNEL


Raymond Hutchinson made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith to appoint Sheila Fudge to an instructional position, effective November 8, 1995.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Ronald Smith made a motion to approve a leave of absence for Jean Jones from December 6, 1995 through the end of the 1995-96 school year (May 31, 1995).  James Vickers seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


James Vickers made a motion to approve Alex Gray, Gene Wiggins, Rose Marie Boggs, Melissa Folds, Cristal Jacobs and Evelyn Copeland as substitute/volunteers, effective November 8, 1995.  The motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Board approval was unanimous.


Ronald Smith made a motion to accept the resignation of Sheila Fudge as Secretary/Bookkeeper effective November 6, 1995.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded Mr. Smith's motion.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


STAFFING FORMULA

Gary Rexroat made a motion, which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, to approve the 1995-96 Staffing Formula.  Approval was unanimous.


REMOVAL OF ITEMS FROM CONSENT AGENDA

James Vickers made a motion to remove item 12-G-3 from the Consent Agenda.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  Paula Fugel, Director of Instructional Support, provided information regarding item 12-G-3.  After discussion, James Vickers made a motion which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson to approve item 12-G-3, Academy of Health Related Professions Grant for 1996-97, document #95-096.  Board approval was unanimous.

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda which was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Approval was unanimous.
