The Gilchrist County School Board met in regular session at the Gilchrist County Courthouse in the courtroom on Tuesday, December 19, 1995 at 6:00 P.M. with the following members present:

Upon completion of opening ceremonies, Chairman Vickers asked Vice Chairman Gary Rexroat to chair the meeting.  The following business was transacted:


AGENDA

Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Craig Watson and seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by James Vickers and seconded by Ronald Smith to accept the minutes of the meeting held on December 5, December 7 and December 12, 1995.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.


DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

In a closed hearing, the Board reviewed the request for re-entry for the second semester of the 1995-96 school year filed in case #95-006.  Upon completion of information provided by the student and his father, Superintendent Don Thomas recommended that the student be permitted to return to school at the beginning of the second semester.  Based upon the recommendation of the superintendent, Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to allow the student to attend school at the beginning of the second semester of the 1995-96 school year with the student being on probation for the remainder of the year.  Craig Watson seconded Mr. Hutchinson's motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


The Board then reviewed, in a closed hearing, the request for re-entry for the second semester of the 1995-96 school year filed in case #95-003.  Information was provided by the student and her mother.  Superintendent Thomas recommended that the student return to school on a probationary basis at the beginning of the second semester.  Ronald Smith made a motion, which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, to permit the student to return to school on a probationary basis for the remainder of the 1995-96 school year.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


PROJECTS UPDATE

Director of Operations, Tom Panico, updated the Board on current projects.  No action was necessary.


AWARD BIDS

Ronald Smith made a motion to award the bid for electrical services to Fason Electric.  Craig Watson seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Craig Watson made a motion to award the bid for heating and air conditioning services to A & R Refrigeration.  The motion was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Approval was unanimous.


No bids were received for painting services.


Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas and Director of Operations, Tom Panico, Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to award the bid for installation of sports lights at Trenton baseball field to All Florida Electric.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.


AMEND NON-DEGREED CERTIFICATION PLAN

Craig Watson made a motion to amend the non-degreed certification plan to include JROTC.  James Vickers seconded Mr. Watson's motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


WIRING AT BELL SCHOOL

Ronald Smith made a motion to approve wiring of classrooms at Bell School.  Craig Watson seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


PERSONNEL

Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to appoint Nancy Rowe as temporary Director of Middle Grades/Drop Out Prevention, effective January 2, 1996.  James Vickers seconded.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.


Ronald Smith made a motion to appoint Hazel Roberts and Bernadette Brown as three (3) hour food service workers, effective January 3, 1996.  Craig Watson seconded Mr. Smith's motion.  Approval was unanimous.


REMOVAL OF ITEMS FROM CONSENT AGENDA

James Vickers made a motion to remove item 12-E-2. from the Consent Agenda.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval was unanimous.  Item 12-E-2. was discussed.  James Vickers then made a motion to approve item 12-E-2.  Craig Watson seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


CONSENT AGENDA

Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda which was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Approval was unanimous.


PUBLIC HEARING - 7:00 P.M.

At 7:00 P.M., the Board held a public hearing as advertised regarding high school restructuring/block scheduling.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve entering into block scheduling for the 1996-97 school year.  Craig Watson seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.

Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to schedule meetings for January on January 9th at 10:00 A.M. and on January 23rd at 6:00 P.M. in the Gilchrist County Courthouse.  James Vickers seconded.
