Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by James Vickers Jr. and seconded by Craig Watson.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by Raymond Hutchinson to accept the minutes of the meeting held on January 20, 1994.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


DELEGATIONS


Terry Owens, Principal at Trenton Elementary School, appeared before the Board seeking approval for a fund raiser through Flowers Bakery.  After discussion, Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the Flowers Bakery fund raiser which was seconded by Craig Watson.  Approval of the Board was unanimous. 


OUT-OF-STATE TRIP


Superintendent Thomas advised Chairman Smith that an out-of-state trip needed to be added to the agenda so that the registration could be paid.  Chairman Smith added the trip as item 5-E. for good cause.  After discussion, Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the trip to SERVE, a math and science symposium, in Greensboro, North Carolina on February 24-27, 1994 with registration fee of $375.00.  James Vickers Jr. seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  Team members for this symposium are:  Dr. James Surrency, Gary Rexroat, Janet Langford, Wanda Clemons and Della Aylor.


BELL EXTENDED DAY PROGRAM

Peggy Hamlin, Director of Finance, advised the Board that the Bell extended day program is not currently generating enough funds to cover expenses.  After discussion, Craig Watson made a motion to permit Ms. Hamlin to adjust accounts in June if necessary to be able to continue this program.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


MID-YEAR SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT PLAN REPORTS

Dr. James Surrency gave a brief summary of the School Advisory Council meeting regarding school improvement plans.  Bell Elementary School Principal, Dr. Gwen Durham, presented her school's mid-year report to the Board.  Terry Owens, Trenton Elementary School Principal, then gave his mid-year school improvement plan report.  Upon the completion of Mr. Owens' report, the Board took a short recess.


The meeting then resumed with Principal Ricky Slaughter presenting his report of Trenton High School's mid-year school improvement plan.  No board action was required.


FUND RAISER FOR TRENTON BAND

Gary Rexroat made a motion to grant the request of Trenton Band to sponsor a fund raiser featuring American Show Time Circus, March 10, 1994 at 7:30 P.M. in the Trenton gym contingent upon Mr. Thomas' approval after checking concerns of the Board.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded Mr. Rexroat's motion.  Approval was unanimous. 


UPDATE ON CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS

Tom Panico, Director of Operations, and Don Morgan, Board Architect, updated the Board on the current construction projects.  


The Board was advised by Mr. Morgan that the purchase order for the striping of the track to National Track Service needed to be changed to Robertson Precision because of the death of Mr. Cushing.  Mr. Cushing's widow has requested that Mr. Robertson who contracted to do striping for Mr. Cushing be allowed to perform the work.  No board action was necessary.


Mr. Morgan reported to the Board that the bid award to R.O. Camp needed to be revised based on Mr. Camp qualifying his bid regarding the lift equipment at the bus maintenance facility.  Mr. Morgan recommended that the contract to R.O. Camp be awarded minus the lift equipment.  Craig Watson made a motion to accept the recommendation of Don Morgan and award the bid to R.O. Camp in the amount of $132,814.00.  Gary Rexroat seconded Mr. Watson's motion.  Approval of the board was unanimous.


The Bell Site Plan was presented to the Board.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to accept the Bell Site Plan and to authorize Don Morgan to go to bid for Phase I and Alternate Phase II.  James Vickers Jr. seconded.  Discussion ensued.  Gary Rexroat was called away from the meeting at 11:20 A.M. and did not vote.  However, approval of the remaining members was unanimous.  The Board then took a short recess.


REPORT ON BUS SERVICES

Director of Transportation, Horace Hart, reported to the Board on bus services.  Mr. Hart advised that adjustments were being made to alleviate overcrowding on Trenton Bus #24.  The Board then recessed for lunch.


The meeting resumed at 1:41 P.M. with all members present.


CRISIS PREVENTION PLAN

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, presented the Gilchrist District Schools' Crisis Intervention Plan to the Board.  James Vickers Jr. made a motion to approve the plan which was seconded by Craig Watson.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


AMENDMENT TO HRMD PLAN

The amendment to the HRMD Plan was presented by Dr. James Surrency.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the amendment to the Gilchrist County HRMD plan to include a comprehensive alternate program leading to Florida School Principal Level II Certification.  The motion was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Approval was unanimous.

worker's compensation applying to January 19-25, 1994.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded Mr. Watson's motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
