AGENDA


The agenda was amended by the Chairman for good cause.  The amendment consisted of the following:

Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by Craig Watson and seconded by Raymond Hutchinson to accept the minutes of the meeting held on March 1, 1994.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


DELEGATIONS

EXPULSION

A closed hearing was conducted by Sheree Lancaster, Board Attorney, regarding student #4800729203.  The student, his mother, step-father and pastor were present.  Drew Stone, Assistant Principal at Trenton High School was also present.  The Board was presented a Stipulation and Waiver which was executed by the student, his mother and the superintendent providing that in lieu of expulsion, the student would withdraw from the Gilchrist County school system for the remainder of the 1993-94 school year and would not apply for readmission to a Gilchrist County school for the 1994-95 school year instead of being expelled.  Upon recommendation of the Superintendent, Craig Watson made a motion to approve the Stipulation and Waiver which was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


USE OF FACILITIES

Rick Lawrence, Pastor of The First Baptist Church of Trenton, appeared before the Board requesting the use of the football stadium at Trenton for area churches to host an Easter Sunrise Service on April 3, 1994.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve use of the Trenton football stadium for the Easter Sunrise Services.  James Vickers seconded.  Vote was unanimous.


STAFFING FORMULA

The Board was provided with information regarding a staffing formula.  Gary Rexroat made a motion that the staffing formula be approved.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


RETIREMENT

Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve the retirement request of Margaret Peaden effective June 9, 1994 and the retirement request of Catherine Barron effective March 11, 1994.  Craig Watson seconded Mr. Hutchinson's motion.  Approval was unanimous.

Upon recommendation by Superintendent Don Thomas, James Vickers made a motion to approve the request for the Trenton Jr./Sr. Prom to be held at the Holiday Inn West in Gainesville on April 22, 1994 from 8:00 P.M. to 12:00 A.M.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the Bell Elementary Pre-K trip to the Jacksonville Zoo on April 21, 1994; the Bell Kindergarten trip to Camp Kulaqua in High Springs on March 29, 1994, and the Bell varsity baseball team to Echols County, Georgia on April 22, 1994.  James Vickers seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.
