The Gilchrist County School Board met in regular session at the Commissioners' Room on Tuesday, January 4, 1994 at 9:00 A.M. with the following members present:

AGENDA


The agenda was amended by the Chairman for good cause.  The amendment consisted of the following:

Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by Craig Watson and seconded by James Vickers Jr. to accept the minutes of the meeting held on December 17, 1993 and December 21, 1993.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


DELEGATIONS


There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board. 


BUS EXPULSION


Sheree Lancaster, Attorney for the Board, presided at a closed hearing regarding bus expulsion of student #4700021436.  Drew Stone, Assistant Principal at Trenton High School, presented information as to the discipline records of the student.  After hearing the testimony presented and discussion by the Board, Raymond Hutchinson made a motion that bus privileges be suspended for Student #4700021436 for the remainder of the 1993-94 school year.  Mr. Hutchinson's motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.


PERSONNEL

Upon recommendation by Ricky Slaughter, Principal at Trenton High School, Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve Brett Little as a substitute/volunteer.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


EQUIPMENT FOR PRINCIPLES OF TECHNOLOGY CLASSES

Paula Fugel, Director of Instructional Support, requested approval to purchase equipment for the Principles of Technology classes at Trenton and Bell.  Craig Watson made a motion that Ms. Fugel be authorized to purchase equipment from Florida Technology Systems, the sole source provider, in the amount of $9,463.50 for the Principles of Technology Classes at Trenton and Bell.  James Vickers Jr. seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


SPECIAL PROGRAMS AND PROCEDURES FOR EXCEPTIONAL STUDENTS

Mary Bennett, Director Special Programs, requested an amendment in the Special Programs and Procedures for Exceptional Students and the approval of two courses.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve amending Special Programs and Procedures for Exceptional Students to include the following:

"At the high school level, courses in Research Methodology for the Gifted and Externship for the Gifted are offered"

and to approve Course #7965010, ESE-Research Methodology for Gifted and Course #7965030, ESE-Externship for the Gifted.  Craig Watson seconded Mr. Rexroat's motion.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


JAZZ BAND CLASS

Offering a jazz band class during the time for 7th period was discussed by the Board.  Superintendent Don Thomas did not recommend the class.  No action was taken by the Board.


AMENDMENT TO ATTENDANCE POLICY

Terry Owens, Principal at Trenton Elementary School, addressed the Board regarding an amendment applicable only to elementary students to the attendance policy regarding excused and unexcused absences.  The Board instructed Attorney Sheree Lancaster to prepare the amendment and present it to the Board for approval to advertise the proposed change.  No further action was taken by the Board.


REMOVAL OF ITEMS FROM CONSENT AGENDA

James Vickers Jr. made a motion to remove items 13-A. and 13-B-2. from the Consent Agenda for discussion.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded Mr. Vickers' motion.  Approval was unanimous.

After discussion, Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve the county-wide Discipline Notice for the high schools.  Craig Watson seconded.  Approval was unanimous.  

Gary Rexroat then made a motion to approve adding insurance benefits and sick leave accrual for the lunchroom helper at Bell schools.  James Vickers Jr. seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


CONSENT AGENDA

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Board approval was unanimous.


AWARD BIDS

Tom Panico, Director of Operations, addressed the Board regarding installation of irrigations for the ag fields at Trenton High School.  Bids were opened and Mr. Panico recommending accepting the bid from Auto Rain.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to award the bid to Auto Rain in the amount of $3,900.00.  Craig Watson seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


At 10:00 A.M. bids were opened for inside construction and paving of the bus maintenance facility.  After discussion, Gary Rexroat made a motion that the bid be awarded to R.O. Camp Construction Inc. in the base amount of $168,396.00 and to accept Alternate #2 deducting $17,000.00 which excludes the storage area for a total of $151,396.00.  James Vickers Jr. seconded.  Approval was unanimous. 


REPORTS

Board members gave various reports.  


James Vickers Jr. made a motion to add item #11-A., authority for Superintendent and Board Architect to make the necessary arrangements for completion of the track.  Mr. Vickers' motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.  Ronald Smith, Chairman, added the item to the agenda for good cause.  After discussion, Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to authorize the Superintendent and the Board Architect to make arrangements to fix the track and seek reimbursement from the contractor if necessary.  Gary Rexroat seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


Reports continued.  The Board tentatively scheduled a reception honoring the Gilchrist County Journal and Staff for Thursday, January 20, 1994 at 7:00 P.M. to be held at the Woman's Club.


The mid-month Board meeting was tentatively scheduled for Thursday, January 20, 1994 at 3:30  P.M. in the Commissioners' Room.


ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, James Vickers Jr. made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Craig Watson.  Approval was unanimous.  The Board adjourned at 11:14 A.M.
