Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by James "Buddy" Vickers and seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by James "Buddy" Vickers to accept the minutes of the meeting held on August 2, 1993 and August 23, 1993.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


DELEGATIONS


A group of concerned parents including Barbara Mathis, Brenda Poppell and Lena Harris addressed the Board regarding their concerns of the current bus routes.  Horace Hart, Director of Transportation was consulted regarding a resolution.


AWARD BIDS


Mrs. Peggy Hamlin, Director of Finance, presented the Board with bids for the library roof at Trenton High School.  It was the recommendation of Don Morgan, Board Architect, to accept the bid from Stephens  Roofing & Sheet Metal Company in the amount of $77,902.00 as the lowest and best combined bid.  Motion was made by Craig Watson and seconded by Ronnie Smith to award the bid to Stephens Roofing & Sheet Metal Company as recommended.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


EXPULSION REVIEWS

Student ID #2187211381 and his mother appeared before the Board.  Problems leading to expulsion were reviewed and discussed by the Board.  James "Buddy" Vickers made a motion to allow the student to return to school with a six (6) weeks probation period after review of the student's individual education plan with the parent, the guidance counselor and the Director of Special Programs.


Student ID #2187211797 was not present at the Board meeting.  After discussion and review of his file, Craig Watson made a motion to continue his expulsion through the 1993-94 school year.  Ronnie Smith seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


STUDENT TRANSFER

In the absence of Dr. James Longstreth, Ronnie Smith moved to table the item.  Craig Watson seconded.  Vote was unanimous to table.    


TRIPS

Superintendent Don Thomas recommended approval of the Sesame Street Live trips.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the trips to Sesame Street Live for the Trenton Kindergarten, Pre-K Handicapped and Pre-1st and for the Bell Kindergarten on September 30, 1993.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


PERSONNEL

Ronnie Smith made a motion to approve Ronda Parrish to leave campus each Monday at 1:00 commencing August 30, 1993 to complete a course for certification.  Craig Watson seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


Ronnie Smith made a motion to add Shane Sanders to the supplement list and to approve personnel to receive supplements.  Craig Watson seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


Motion was made by Gary Rexroat, seconded by James "Buddy" Vickers to appoint Christopher Robinson as Social Studies/Alternative Education Teacher at Trenton High School effective September 7, 1993.  Vote of the Board for approval was unanimous.


James "Buddy" Vickers made a motion to approve Nancy B. Parker and Penny D. Aderholt as substitute bus drivers.  Craig Watson seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


Craig Watson made a motion to approve Bud Jernigan as a volunteer to assist the Bell JV Football Team.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


Motion was made by James "Buddy" Vickers, seconded by Ronnie Smith to fill the existing 7 hour food service worker position with a 3 hour food service worker at Trenton High School.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve Gordon Dasher for a temporary grounds position lasting no more than four (4) months.  Craig Watson seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


Motion was made by Ronnie Smith approve Linda Mary Pitre Stalvey, Joan Bryant and Evelyn Meece as substitute/volunteer.  The motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


STUDENT TRANSFER

Upon the return of Dr. James Longstreth, Principal at Bell High School, Craig Watson made a motion to rescind tabling of this item.  Ronnie Smith seconded.  Approval for rescission was unanimous.  After Dr. Longstreth answered questions from the Board, Craig Watson made a motion to approve the request to allow Eugenia Hurst to transfer from Lafayette County to Bell High School for the 1993-94 school year.  Gary Rexroat seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


FULL SERVICE SCHOOLS

Martha Harmon addressed the Board regarding full service schools.  After discussion, Craig Watson moved that Martha Harmon pursue the track of achieving grants for a medical service provider.  Mr. Watson's motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Approval was unanimous.


PREKINDERGARTEN EARLY INTERVENTION PROGRAM

Mary Bennett, Director of Special Programs, presented the annual report for the Prekindergarten Early Intervention Program.  No action from the Board was necessary.


CONTRACT FOR CHILD CARE SERVICE

Dr. James Surrency presented the Contract for Child Care Service.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the contract which was seconded by James "Buddy" Vickers.  Approval was unanimous.


BIDS FOR PICKUP TRUCKS

Chairman Raymond Hutchinson added as a necessary item the request of Horace Hart, Director of Transportation, for approval to add to the bid request for vehicles from the Alachua County surplus vehicles, two vehicles for the Transportation Department.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the bids for vehicles.  Craig Watson seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


GCRA USE OF SOFTBALL FIELDS

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the request of Gilchrist County Recreation Authority to use the softball fields at Bell and Trenton on Tuesdays and Thursdays from October 5, 1993 through November 11, 1993.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


ADEQUACY LAWSUIT RESOLUTION

The Board discussed the adequacy lawsuit resolution.  No Board action was necessary.


AGREEMENT OF EMPLOYMENT

Craig Watson made a motion to approve the Agreement of Employment of Legal Counsel.  Mr. Watson's motion was seconded by Ronnie Smith.  Approval was unanimous.


SCHOOL ADVISORY COMMITTEE

At 6:30 P.M. the School Advisory Committee was recognized by Superintendent Don Thomas.  Certificates of Appreciation were presented to Charles Watson, Mrs. Iris Roberts and Tommy Langford.  Marsha Mahoney, Linda Gail Philman, Rick Gooding and Diana Manders were unable to attend.


PUBLIC HEARING

At 7:00 P.M. a public hearing was held on the final budget.  Mrs. Peggy Hamlin, Director of Finance, presented the information to the Board.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the Resolution Determining Revenues and Millages Levied in the following amounts:
