Don Morgan, Board Architect, presented the Board with an update on construction projects.

Ronnie Smith made a motion to approve the following:

LOAN TO PURCHASE SOFTBALL PITCHING MACHINE

The Board discussed the request from Dr. James Longstreth, Principal of Bell High School, to approve an interest free loan from Joe Atwood, parent of a Bell Athlete, in the amount of $2,035.00 for two (2) years to purchase a softball pitching machine.  After discussion by the Board, and it not being the recommendation of Superintendent Thomas to enter into this agreement, the Board took no action on the request.


GILCHRIST DISTRICT SCHOOLS' 1993-94 COMPREHENSIVE PLANS

Dr. James Surrency presented the 1993-94 Comprehensive Plans for Gilchrist District Schools.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the plans which was seconded by James "Buddy" Vickers.  Board approval was unanimous.


PUBLIC HEARING

At 11:00 A.M. a public hearing was held regarding amending the existing rules regarding community use of school facilities.  Ronnie Smith made a motion to approve the amendment.  Gary Rexroat seconded the motion.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

James "Buddy" Vickers seconded Mr. Watson's motion.  After discussion by the Board, vote was unanimous for approval.

SUBSTITUTE/VOLUNTEER

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve Scott Vance as a substitute/volunteer effective October 19, 1993.  Craig Watson seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.


BAND DIRECTOR

Upon the recommendation of Ricky Slaughter, Principal at Trenton High School, Superintendent Don Thomas requested that the Board appoint Scott Vance as band director at Trenton High School with an effective date of October 19, 1993.  Motion was made by James "Buddy" Vickers to approve the appointment as requested by Superintendent Thomas.  Gary Rexroat seconded Mr. Vickers' motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


STUDENT TRANSFERS

James "Buddy" Vickers made a motion to approve Christopher James Cole and James Edward Cole to transfer from Dixie County to Trenton Elementary for the 1993-94 school year and to deny the transfer to Gilchrist County of Jason Baxley, Juanita Suggs and Sara Nicholson from Dixie County for the 1993-94 school year.  Mr. Vickers' motion died for lack of a second.  Ronnie Smith made a motion to table the student transfers until the afternoon session so that additional information could be obtained.  Craig Watson seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT TEAMS AND SCHOOL ADVISORY COUNCIL

Motion was made by James "Buddy" Vickers and seconded by Ronnie Smith to approve advertising of Board policy for selection of personnel for School Improvement Teams and School Advisory Council.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


BELL BAND SALE AND PURCHASE OF DRUMS

Craig Watson made a motion to approve the request for the Bell band to sell their marching quad drums and purchase a set of marching quint drums.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


BUS ROUTE PROPOSAL

Horace Hart, Director of Transportation, addressed the Board regarding the discontinuance of the bus stop on U.S. 19 due to safety reasons.  After some discussion, Gary Rexroat made a motion to discontinue the Fanning Springs bus stop on U.S. 19 by the Tackle Box due to safety concerns.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


BELL BAND SALE AND PURCHASE OF DRUMS

On advice from Sheree Lancaster, Board Attorney, that the marching quad drums would need to be declared surplus and made available for sale to other schools, Craig Watson made a motion to rescind his motion for the Bell band to sell marching quint drums and purchase marching quad drums.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.  


Craig Watson then made a motion to approve the Bell band purchase of the marching quint drums and to declare the Bell band marching quad drums surplus and offer them to three (3) other districts.  Mr. Watson's motion was seconded by James "Buddy" Vickers.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


BUS GARAGE CONTRACT

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the Contract with Charles Bell, P.E. for Phase II of the bus garage.  Craig Watson seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


PROGRESS REPORT FORMS

James "Buddy" Vickers made a motion to approve the Progress Report Forms for Bell and Trenton Middle Schools.  The motion was seconded by Ronnie Smith.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


PSYCHOLOGICAL EVALUATION SERVICES

Ronnie Smith made a motion to approve Dr. Deborah Harris and Ms. Mary Crummer on an emergency basis to render psychological evaluation services with initial evaluation at $260.00 each; re-evaluation or initial gifted evaluation at $156.00 each, with an effective date of November 4, 1993.  Craig Watson seconded Mr. Smith's motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


SUBSTITUTE CUSTODIAN

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve Karen L. Bonner Davis as substitute custodian effective November 2, 1993.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


INTERIM MONTHLY PAY FOR ROTC OFFICERS

Craig Watson moved to approve interim monthly pay figure for the ROTC Major in the amount of $2,345.00 effective October 1, 1993 and $2,004.00 for the ROTC Master Sergeant effective August 17, 1993.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


PRE-K HANDICAPPED TEACHER

Gary Rexroat made a motion to create a new position for a Pre-K Handicapped Teacher at Trenton Elementary School.  Mr. Rexroat's motion was seconded by Ronnie Smith.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


REPLACEMENT BOILERS

Craig Watson made a motion to authorize Don Morgan, Board Architect, to prepare specifications and bid out replacement boilers for Trenton Middle School.  Gary Rexroat seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


COMPUTER EQUIPMENT

Ronnie Smith made a motion to approve the purchase of computer equipment for the Trenton Middle School Technology Lab off of Pinellas County bid.  Craig Watson seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


REMOVAL OF ITEMS FROM CONSENT AGENDA

The Consent Agenda was discussed by the Board.  It was noted that the date on Item 18-F., Use of Trenton High School Auditorium by the County Commissioners for Public Hearing, should be December 14, 1993.  No items were removed.


CONSENT AGENDA

James "Buddy" Vickers moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  Second was by Craig Watson.  Approval was unanimous.


REPORTS

Board members gave various reports.  Upon the arrival of Trenton High School Principal, Ricky Slaughter, reports were interrupted for an update on the student transfers that were tabled earlier.


STUDENT TRANSFERS

Craig Watson made a motion to remove the tabled item.  Ronnie Smith seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.


Upon completion of the report from Mr. Slaughter, James "Buddy" Vickers made a motion to approve student transfer 13-A-1. (Christopher James Cole and James Edward Cole) from Dixie County for the 1993-94 school year and to deny 13-A-2. (Jason Baxley), 13-A-3. (Juanita Suggs), and 13-A-4. (Sara Nicholson) from Dixie County for the 1993-94 school year with the last day of attendance at Trenton High School being Friday, November 5, 1993.  Gary Rexroat seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


CONTINUATION OF REPORTS

Reports were then continued.  Upon completion of reports, a mid-month Board meeting was tentatively scheduled for Tuesday, November 16, 1993 at 7:00 P.M. in the Commissioners' Room.
