The Gilchrist County School Board met in regular session at the Commissioners' Room on Tuesday, February 22, 1993 at 1:30 P.M. with the following members present:

Motion was made by James "Buddy" Vickers and seconded by Craig Watson.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by Ronnie Smith and seconded by Craig Watson to accept the minutes of the meetings held on January 29, 1993 and February 2, 1993.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


DELEGATIONS


There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.


BID AWARD ON TRACK

Don Morgan, Board Architect, presented bid proposals on the storm water collection system for the Trenton High School track.  On both bids received, the contractors bid substitute items for those specified.  Mr. 

Morgan recommended however, that S&T Services of Cross City, Florida be awarded the contract.  Motion was made by James "Buddy" Vickers and seconded by Ronnie Smith to accept Mr. Morgan's recommendation.  Board approval was unanimous.  


The proposal submitted by S&T Services did not provide for a bid bond.  Mr. Sanchez of S&T agreed to grant credit of $150.00 if the performance bond was waived.  Mr. Morgan recommended waiving the bond.  Ronnie Smith made a motion to waive the bond which was seconded by Craig Watson, the Board approved and the contract was awarded to S&T Services in the amount of $21,155.00.


Discussion ensued regarding the slope of the track.  Upon motion by Craig Watson to change the slope of the track to the inside rather than to the outside, which was seconded by James "Buddy" Vickers, the Board unanimously approved the slope change.


CONSTRUCTION UPDATE

Don Morgan updated the Board as to the construction progress at the Bus Barn.  Mr. Morgan advised that Brentwood Company had submitted two change orders, one to remove and replace concrete pad under piston for 2nd lift and the other for a change in foundation design.  Craig Watson moved to accept Mr. Morgan's recommendation for approval of the change orders in the total amount of $1,138.00 and Ronnie Smith seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


The Board was informed that the radon work at the school has now been completed.  The Board was also advised that the new roof at the Trenton Elementary School is leaking.  Mr. Morgan will advise what steps have to be taken to correct the problem at the next Board meeting which will be held on Tuesday, March 2, 1993 at 9:00 A.M.  No Board action was necessary.


USE OF OLD GYM FOR GYMNASTICS

The request submitted by Ronnie and Joni McReynolds, U.S.A. Gymnastics of Florida, requesting use of the old gym at Trenton Elementary School for classes, was discussed by the Board.  Superintendent Thomas questions the feasibility of allowing private enterprises to operate a business for profit in school facilities.  It is his recommendation that organizations realizing a financial gain not be allowed to use school facilities to perform their services.  Due to the time change of the meeting Ronnie and Joni McReynolds were not present.  No Board action was required.


ESTABLISH BELL ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

Upon recommendation by Superintendent Don Thomas, Ronnie Smith moved that Bell Elementary School be established and that an official request be sent to the Department of Education.  James "Buddy" Vickers seconded Mr. Smith's motion.  The Board approved unanimously.


PERSONNEL

APPOINTMENT OF ASSISTANT PRINCIPAL

Superintendent Thomas recommended to the Board the appointment of Drew Stone as assistant principal at Trenton High School effective March 1, 1993.  After discussion ceased, Ronnie Smith moved to accept Mr. Thomas' recommendation with motion being seconded by Buddy Vickers.  Approval was unanimous.


ABOLISH SECRETARY-COMPUTER OPERATOR POSITION IN DISTRICT OFFICE;


CHANGE JOB DESCRIPTION FOR SECRETARY-RECEPTIONIST;


ESTABLISH FISCAL SERVICES CLERK;


JOB DESCRIPTION OF FISCAL SERVICES CLERK; AND


SALARY SCHEDULE FOR FISCAL SERVICES CLERK

Upon motion made by Craig Watson to abolish the secretary-computer operator position in the district office; change the job description for the secretary-receptionist; establish a fiscal services clerk position; establish a job description of the fiscal services clerk and a salary schedule for the fiscal services clerk in the amount of $18,000.00, seconded by Ronnie Smith, Board approval was unanimous.


DAY LABOR PROJECT TO DO WELDING ON COVERED WALKWAYS


AND APPROVE RATE AS PER BOARD APPROVED SALARY SCHEDULE

James "Buddy" Vickers made a motion to approve the day labor project to do welding on the covered walkways and to approve Myron Avery to perform the work at $10.50 per hour.  Craig Watson seconded and the Board approved unanimously.  


SECURITY ON SCHOOL CAMPUS

Don Thomas, Superintendent, presented plans from Bell and Trenton Schools regarding campus security.  The schools are presently working to  implement their plans.  No Board action was necessary.


STUDENT HANDBOOK AMENDMENT

Dr. James Surrency presented the Superintendent's recommendations from the schools regarding amendment of the student handbook.  The following change was recommended: 

7.
Prior to going to a parked car during school hours, students shall get 
specific permission from a teacher or staff member.

It was also recommended that the proposal be changed as follows:


c.
Hats may not be worn in the classroom except at the discretion of 

   the principal.


d.
Dark glasses will not be worn in the classroom without a written 

   doctor's prescription. 


Motion was made to approve the Superintendent's recommendations with the above mentioned modifications by James "Buddy" Vickers.  Craig Watson seconded; Board approval was unanimous.  The changes will become effective immediately with new handbooks being distributed to students the first of the school year.


REMOVAL OF ITEMS FROM CONSENT AGENDA

Sheree Lancaster, Board Attorney, recommended removal of items 1-C. and 1-E. for discussion.  Dr. Guinevere Durham requested that item 1-N. be deleted from the Consent Agenda as it duplicated item 1-O.  Upon motion made by Craig Watson, seconded by Ronnie Smith and approved unanimously by the Board, the foregoing items were removed from the Consent Agenda.


After discussion by the Board regarding the use of private vehicles for transporting students on trips, motion was made by James "Buddy" Vickers to approve items 1-C. and 1-E.  Craig Watson seconded and the Board approved.


CONSENT AGENDA

Motion was made by Craig Watson, seconded by Ronnie Smith to approve the Consent Agenda.  Board approval was unanimous.


PAYMENT OF BILLS

Ronnie Smith moved and James "Buddy" Vickers seconded to approve payment of the bills presented.  Vote was unanimous.


REPORTS

Ronnie Smith reported on the Bell Site Committee meeting.  Various items were discussed by the Board.


ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 4:15 P.M.
