The Gilchrist County School Board met in special session at the Bell High School in the Auditorium on Monday, March 15, 1993 at 7:00 P.M. with the following members present:


Raymond Hutchinson, Chairman

Also present were Don Thomas, Superintendent of Schools, and Sheree Lancaster, Gilchrist County School Board Attorney.


The meeting was opened with prayer and pledge to the flag.  The following business was transacted:


AGENDA


 The agenda was amended for good cause to include the Addendum to Agenda.  Upon motion made by Gary Rexroat to accept the Agenda with Addendum which was seconded by Craig Watson, the Board approved unanimously. 


MINUTES


Motion was made by James "Buddy" Vickers and seconded by Ronnie Smith to accept the minutes of the meeting held on February 22, 1993 and March 2, 1993.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


DELEGATIONS


Terry Jockers appeared before the Board voicing concerns regarding the classification of Bell Elementary School.  Ms. Jockers was advised that at the present time there is nothing the general public can do to hasten the process.  Mr. Thomas stated that the Department of Education has been asked to classify Bell Elementary as a Pre-K through 5 and that a spot survey has to be done.


HOME TO SCHOOL PROGRAM

Linda Crider from the University of Florida presented information on the Home to School Program at the request of Horace Hart, Director of Transportation.  Through funding for this program, sidewalks and bike routes would be provided encouraging less vehicular traffic at the schools.


The representative from Department of Transportation was unable to attend the meeting.  However, Gerald Blackwell, City Manager for Town of Bell, indicated that the City of Bell has a commitment from the Department of Transportation regarding the placement of sidewalks in the Bell area but it will be a couple of years before they are in place.  Curbs and gutters on Highway 129 should be implemented in three to four years.  


EXPULSION

Student #2187211381 and his mother appeared before the Board at a closed hearing.  After hearing testimony from Trenton High School Principal Ricky Slaughter and the student, it was recommended by Don Thomas, Superintendent, that the student be expelled for the remainder of the 1992-93 school year.  Motion was made by James "Buddy" Vickers to accept Mr. Thomas' recommendation for expulsion with the provision that the student be allowed to attend summer school.  Mr. Vickers' motion was seconded by Craig

Watson.  Both parent and student were advised that a petition requesting the student be allowed to return to school must be presented to the Board for approval prior to the 1993-94 school year.

  
STUDENT TRANSFERS

Dr. James Surrency presented a request from Scott Bearden that his daughter, Amy N. Bearden, be allowed to transfer from Columbia County.  After discussion, it was recommended by Superintendent Don Thomas that this request be denied.  Upon motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Ronnie Smith the recommendation of Mr. Thomas was unanimously approved by the Board.


Dr. Surrency also presented a request that Mervin Randall Langford remain a student in the Gilchrist County School System even though he is now living with his grandmother in Dixie County.  Trenton High School Principal Ricky Slaughter addressed the Board regarding the disciplinary file for this student.  Betty Wade, grandmother of the student, assured the Board she would do everything she could to eliminate discipline problems.  After discussion ceased, Superintendent Thomas recommended that Mervin Randall Langford be allowed to continue his education in Gilchrist County.  Motion was made by Ronnie Smith, seconded by James "Buddy" Vickers.  Board approval was unanimous.


PERSONNEL

Motion was made by Craig Watson to approve the following positions:

1.Appointment of Mervin Hines effective April 5, 1993 as Maintenance Worker.

2.Appointment of Terry Andrews effective April 5, 1993 as Fiscal Services Clerk.

3.Appointment of Paulette Vickers effective March 26, 1993 for the Bell Middle School Science Position.

4.Day Labor for Repairs

Gary Rexroat seconded Mr. Watson's motion.  Board approval was unanimous.


SPECIAL OLYMPICS FUND RAISER

Motion was made by Gary Rexroat to approve the request of Patricia Hines to hold a wrestling match to raise funds for special olympics in the Trenton High School Gymnasium on April 2, 1993.  This motion was seconded by Craig Watson.  After discussion regarding protection of the gym floor, Board approval was unanimous to approve the request.


REPORT ON NUMBER OF STUDENTS RIDING BUSES

Horace Hart, Director of Transportation, presented a report to the Board  regarding the number of students being transported.  More planning and coordination must go into the scheduling of athletic activities.  Before event schedules are finalized they should be coordinated with Mr. Hart.  No board action was required.


1993-94 COURSE APPROVAL

1993-94 Course proposals were presented by Dr. James Surrency.  Motion was made by Gary Rexroat, seconded by James "Buddy" Vickers to approve the proposals.   Vote of the Board was unanimous.  Discussion ensued regarding a 6 period day vs. a 7 period day.  A decision will be made at a later date when a public hearing will be held.
