The Gilchrist County School Board met in special session at the County Courthouse on Monday, February 17, 1992 at 7:00 P.M. with the following members present:

The agenda was approved as presented on a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by James “Buddy” Vickers.

EXPULSION FROM BELL SCHOOL BUS
Expulsion from Bell School Bus was tabled until March 3, 1992 regular school board meeting.

ESE POSITION

Mrs. Bennett, ESE Coordinator, explained the need for two additional ESE teacher aide positions.  The positions would be funded from the Pre-Kindergarten Entitlement Grant and the IDEA Entitlement Grant.  The superintendent’s recommendation to create these positions was accepted by the board on a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by James “Buddy” Vickers.  The Pre-Kindergarten Handicapped Aide would go to Bell School beginning the 1992-93 school year.   SMB

RETIREMENT REQUEST

Mr. Harrison Schofield, Projects Director, requested retirement procedure be approved by the board effective June 30, 1992.  The superintendent recommended this request be fulfilled.  The board approved the superintendent’s recommendation on a motion be Ronnie Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde.   SMB

FORMS APPROVAL

Mrs. Janet Langford, PREP Coordinator, presented ESOL IEP forms that are required for that program.  The board accepted the superintendent’s recommendation to approve the ESOL form on a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Ronnie Smith.   SMB

TRAVEL

Mr. Ricky Slaughter, Principal, Trenton High School requested that the board appropriate $4,000.00 for travel for athletic teams, band and other school related travel (not field trips) to cover these trips for the remainder of this school year.  He also requested that funds be transferred from 5200-332 accounts to 5100-331, 6120-331 and 7300-331 accounts in the Trenton High School budget.  The superintendent’s recommendation to accept this request was approved by the board on a motion by James “Buddy” Vickers, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.

The remainder of the Substitute Teachers were delayed for approval until March 3, 1992 school board meeting.

BELL SCHOOL SEWERAGE TREATMENT PLANT


The superintendent explained to the board that he was trying to get a grant for installing a sewerage treatment plant at Bell School.  An engineer’s assistance would be needed.  Mr. Charles Bell is the school board engineer for the bus garage and has worked with sewerage treatment systems in the past.  The superintendent recommended using Mr. Bell for doing the engineering study within legal limits for the Bell School grant proposal.  The board approved the superintendent’s recommendation on a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Ronnie Smith.

TRANSPORTATION ROUTES – 7:45 P.M.

Horace Hart explained school bus route changes showing spur route elimination on the maps that had been prepared for an earlier school board meeting.  He also discussed the possibility of bus load relief if students that lived within two miles of the schools were not picked up.  This information had been presented and/or discussed last August and September.  Some of those buses with the greatest load at the time had been changed to relieve the loads at the time the changes were made.


Horace also presented the board a letter stating that “Also, in order to meet future growth demands with the time restraints we have to comply with, it would be necessary to add an additional route at each school costing as estimated $93,764.26 for two buses and two drivers.”  At a previous board meeting Horace presented the board with a plan that would have saved $11,076.84.


Parents, board members responded to statements and asked questions.  At the end of the discussion the superintendent recommended we go along with Mr. Hart’s recommendation to continue with the proposed mileage cuts and stop courtesy busing.  The reason for this request was because of present budget constraints.


Carol Hyde made a motion to accept the superintendent’s recommendation as presented with the addition that it be implemented in August, 1992.  Mrs. Hyde’s motion died for lack of a second.


Further discussion, Mrs. Hyde presented the same motion with an additional statement that the recommendation be implemented in August, 1992 if we are in the same budget constraints then that we are presently in.  James “Buddy” Vickers seconded the motion.  The motion passed with Ronnie Smith being the only “NO” vote cast.  Ronnie Smith requested that it be put in the minutes that the reason he did not vote for the motion was because it was not given due consideration.


EMERGENCY ITEM

The information related to the guidance aides was not complete.  This information is to be brought to the mid month meeting on Monday, February 17, 1992.

EXPULSION FROM BELL SCHOOL BUS

The superintendent requested that the use of a substitute teacher aide be allowed in the pre-kindergarten program since the regular teacher aide would be out for an undetermined number of days.  The chairman declared this request be recorded as an emergency item.  The board approved the superintendent’s request on a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Carol Hyde.   SMB
