AGENDA


On motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Ronnie Smith the agenda was approver as presented with the addition of 17. Executive Session.

MINUTES


The minutes of the February School Board Meetings were approved as presented  on a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by James “Buddy” Vickers.

DELEGATIONS
None

BELL SEWERAGE TREATMENT SYSTEM
The superintendent explained that the Gilchrist County Health Department and the Florida State Variance Board would not approve any more septic tank permits for the Bell School.  Mr. Charles Bell, P.E. had been requested to prepare preliminary work for a sewerage treatment plant on the Bell School campus.  The superintendent recommended to the board that we employ Mr. Bell’s services for preparing the Request for Inclusion on the Priority List, FY 93 for a Revolving Loan Program for Wastewater Facilities and remaining work to be done for data collection for the loan.  The board approved the superintendent’s recommendation on a motion by Carol Hyde seconded by Ronnie Smith.   SMB

The superintendent stated that there was a grant through the Community Affairs Office that will be due in December, 1992.  Some of the same data could probably be used for this grant.  Those applications are not available at this time.

Mr. Bell explained the Revolving Loan Program briefly.  He also spoke to the bus garage project.

FIELD TRIPS

The superintendent brought to the board’s attention field trips of elementary classes in relation to school board policy as an information item.


The Trenton School Band Director, Mr. Baruch Whitehead, requested in writing that the Trenton School Band be allowed to participate in a music festival in Hershey, Pennsylvania in May, 1992.  The superintendent recommended that the Trenton Band be allowed to make the trip.  The superintendent’s recommendation was approved on a motion by James “Buddy” Vickers, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.

ILLNESS IN LINE OF DUTY


The superintendent recommended that Illness in Line of Duty for Joan Paulling of Bell School be approved.  The board approved the recommendation on a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Ronnie Smith.

EXPULSION FROM BELL SCHOOL BUS

At 10:00 A.M. the board began the hearing for the expulsion of Brandon Ray of Bell High School from riding a bus to and from school each day for the remainder of the school year.  No one appeared before the board.  The superintendent recommended the expulsion beginning today, Tuesday, March 3, 1992.  The board accepted the recommendation on a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Ronnie Smith.

PART TIME CLERK OF THE WORKS

Mr. Robin Thomas, Clerk of the Works for 6the Trenton Special Facilities Project has resigned his full time position as Clerk of the Works with the Gilchrist School Board and 

Renaldo Criswell Architects.  Mr. Thomas would like to continue as Clerk of the Works on a part time basis for the Trenton Project and for the Bell Classroom Project until both are completed.  His fee is $25.00 per hour and will cover all inspections done as a Uniform Building Code Inspector for both jobs as needed.  A time sheet will be compiled for each month’s hours of work.  The superintendent recommended that Mr. Robin Thomas be hired on an hourly rate to continue as Clerk of the Works and Uniform Building Code Inspector for completion of the Trenton Project and the Bell Project.  The recommendation was accepted on a motion by James “Buddy” Vickers, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.   SMB #6

CHILD RELEASE

Child releases were approved by the board as recommended by the superintendent on a motion by Ronnie Smith, seconded by James “Buddy” Vickers.   SMB #6

MAINTENANCE
The maintenance program was discussed by the board members, school administrators, and maintenance personnel.  The suggestion was made that a position for Supervisor of  Maintenance, Custodial and other areas was needed.  The superintendent disagreed with suggestion.  He stated that if any positions were to be hired in these areas, is should be additional workers not an additional Supervisory position.  No decision was reached.  The board agreed to have a workshop on personnel in mid April.

Mrs. Lancaster, School Board Attorney, read the policy to the board.  A discussion followed.  The policy was adopted by the board on a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.   SMB #6

CHRISTMAS HOLIDAYS WORKED BY MRS. SHAW

Mrs. Annette Shaw, Technology Specialist, was asked to work during the Christmas Holidays to be available for computer wiring at Trenton School.  The superintendent recommended that Mrs. Shaw be paid for the days she worked during the Christmas Holidays.  The pay will be based on her daily rate of pay.  The recommendation was accepted on a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by James “Buddy” Vickers.  The dates Mrs. Shaw worked were December 23, 26, 27, 30, 1991 and January 2, 3, 1992.

REPORTS
The board members, finance director, superintendent and school board attorney made various reports.

The board agreed that the bus drivers should vote on whether to have the bus rodeo this year.  If the majority voted to have the rodeo all bus drivers would participate.  If the majority voted against having the rodeo, bus drivers would need to take part in practicing for inservice only.
