The Gilchrist County School Board met in special session at the County Courthouse, on Tuesday, December 17, 1991 at 1:00 P.M. with the following members present:

The meeting was opened with prayer and pledge to the flag.  The following business was transacted:

AGENDA


The Board approved the agenda a presented on a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.

WELL AT TRENTON HIGH SCHOOL

A discussion was held concerning the size of the pump and the placement of the well at Trenton High School.  The board members and superintendent asked questions of Bill Park and Jim Troke from Florida Power Corporation, Hillman Cannon, the well driller who had been awarded the bid for the pump and well and Vernon Layfield, Trenton Volunteer Fire Department Chief.  No action to make changes was taken due to lack of a motion to make the changes discussed.

MAINTENANCE

The Superintendent reported that our maintenance people were doing work that related to the Special Facilities Project that were not included in the project contract.  The statement was made about work not being done at Bell.  The Superintendent asked what was not being done.  The only comment made was that there was still a problem with the freezer.  Daniel Slaughter, Warren Emenecker, Raymond Avery, Stanley Akins, and Hamp Smith had all worked on the freezer to correct the problem.  If necessary, a local business person will be called in to work on the freezer again.  The maintenance person had not been assigned to Bell School two or three days a week as stated in a previous board meeting.  The Superintendent replied that there was a need for the maintenance people here partly due to the Special Facilities Project.  Maintenance 

people have been assigned to Bell as needed and/or requested.  A maintenance person will be assigned to Bell for two or three days a week in the near future.  The Board requested that the work order procedure be followed.   

CHILD TRANSFERS
Child transfers were approved by the Board as recommended by the Superintendent on a motion by Ronnie Smith, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.

CAR DONATION – BELL SCHOOL


Mr. Wicke, principal at Bell School, requested that the Board accept a 1979 Pontiac 4 door car that was donated to the Auto Mechanics program at Bell.  The Board accepted the Superintendent’s recommendation to accept the donated car contingent on the car being insured, that the person who donated the car has no objection to the car being sold and that the keys to the car be placed in a secure place.  The motion to accept the donated car was made by Ronnie Smith, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.    SM

TRENTON HIGH SCHOOL GYM ROOF

The Trenton High School Gym Roof still has some leaks in it.  The maintenance people have patched the leaks but it has not stopped the leaking problem.  The Board requested that a cost estimate for roof repair be brought to the regular board meeting in January on a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by James “Buddy” Vickers.

TRENTON HIGH SCHOOL TRACK

Dr. Jim Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, reported on a cost estimate for a new track.  The estimate for a new track with a 6 inch rock base and 1-1/4” asphalt surface if $6.50 per square yard and a total estimate of $20, 559.50.  Site preparation will be an additional cost.  The Trenton Site Committee will have a report on placement of a new track at the mid month January 1992 meeting.

MATH/SCIENCE ENHANCEMENT TRAINING AGREEMENT

Dr. Jim Surrency explained the proposal for a Gilchrist County Math/Science Enhancement Training Agreement which is required by the state.  The Board accepted the agreement on a motion by James “Buddy” Vickers, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.   SMB #6, page

RED CROSS INSTRUCTIONAL COURSE APPROVAL

Dr. Jim Surrency explained the need for the Red Cross Instructional Course to the Board.  After statements and questions by the Board a motion was made by Carol Hyde, seconded by Ronnie Smith to accept the request for implementing the Red Cross Instructional Course.  The Board unanimously agreed to the motion.

FOOD SERVICE

The Superintendent explained to the Board that he had sent a memo to the school administrators that all vending machines should be closed (locked up) until 2:30 P.M. each school day that students are on campus for classes.  Also, no candy or food items should be sold on the school grounds by clubs, organizations or individuals until 2:30 P.M.  If this procedure is not fulfilled the Gilchrist Schools could lose funding for the lunchrooms.  Mrs. Houser sent a similar notice to the schools on the same day.  It was also stated by the Superintendent that if this procedure was not followed that all vending machines would be removed from the campuses.

REPORTS
Various reports were made by board members and the Superintendent.

Mrs. Hamlin gave out financial statements to the board members and explained the unencumbered balance based on cutbacks to date.
