The Gilchrist County School met in regular session at the Courthouse on Tuesday, June 6, 1989 at 9:00 A.M. with the following members present:

The meeting was opened with prayer and pledge to the flag.  The following business was conducted.

AGENDA AND MINUTES

The agenda and minutes were approved as presented on a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Gary Rexroat.  

DELEGATIONS


Mrs. Dishman requested mileage for both ways and hourly rate to transport her child to the Baptist Church on 129 just across the Santa Fe River.  The board approved the request on a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith.


Mr. Grandoff and Mr. Ferguson representing the Tri-County Bank requested sharing the school board’s checking accounts.  No action taken.  A meeting is to be scheduled with the Superintendent to discuss the motion.

PROJECTS


The following projects were approved by the board:  Chapter I motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson; Crown Consortium Management Plan on a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Woodrow Smith.  Prime Grant on a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Gary Rexroat.  SMB #, Pages 335-358; 359-364; 365-378.


The Tri-Coma Agreement was tabled for afternoon session on a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Elvin Mathews.


After discussing the Tri-Coma Agreement in the afternoon session it was decided to delay a decision until cost for FY 1989 could be compared to FY 90 cost.

CHILD RELEASE


On a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the board approved child releases as requested.  SMB #3, Page 379

ATHLETIC REQUESTS


Athletic requests made by Trenton and Bell Schools were tabled for further discussion at the next regular meeting on a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Elvin Mathews.  The vote was 4 for 1 against.  The dissenting vote was by Gary Rexroat.

ESE COORDINATOR


A job description and 11 months contract was approved for the ESE Coordinator on a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.

SCHOOL ZONE SIGN


Erecting the School Zone Sign for the Trenton Elementary School was discussed.  No decision was reached.  The board will make a decision at the July regular board meeting.  The motion to table the decision was made by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Woodrow Smith.

RESOLUTION


A resolution declaring the Gilchrist County School Board never intended to hold a lien upon real property owned by ITT-Rayonier, Inc. in Gilchrist County was approved by the board on a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  SMB #3, Page

STUDENT ACCIDENT INSURANCE


Raymond Hutchinson presented the bids for student accident insurance.  The cost would be $18,280 for the best bid.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to accept the bid on student accident insurance.  The motion died for lack of a second.  The discussion will be re-opened at the regular July board meeting.

STUDENT TRANSPORTATION


Several students at Bell School are recommended for the pre-first grade class at Trenton.  The board approved transporting these students daily to Trenton on a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Gary Rexroat.  The bus is already bringing some students to Trenton from Bell.

SALAD BAR


Mrs. Houser, School Lunchroom Manager, presented the need for a salad bar at each school.  The cost for each salad bar if $986.64.  There are sufficient personnel at Trenton School to service the salad bar.  A half-time person will be needed at Bell High School to serve the bar.  Mrs. Catherine Fowler, already employed half-time for the breakfast program, will be the person to operate the salad bar at Bell School.  On a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Elvin Mathews the board approved the above recommendations.

RESIGNATION


On a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board accepted the resignation of Mr. George C. Willis, Coach-P.E. Teacher at Bell School.

APPOINTMENTS


The attached appointments were approved by the board on a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  SMB #3, Pages 383-385.

IMPROVEMENTS PROJECTS


The Superintendent requested each board member to bring a list of projects they request to the regular July board meeting.  A priority of projects for 1989-90 will be established from the lists brought in by the board members and the superintendent.

REPORTS


Gary Rexroat suggested we continue prayer at athletic events.  He mentioned that the football helmet repairs at Trenton and Bell Schools should be completed before the football season begins because of safety factor involved.  The helmets at Bell School have already been repaired.


Woodrow Smith discussed the many contributions that school volunteers had provided.  The volunteers time and efforts are greatly appreciated.


Raymond Hutchinson discussed some of the problems related to parents making derogatory remarks to school personnel.  Also mentioned that a student from out of county was wanting to enter Bell School.  The student may possibly have a felony charge and would not be allowed to enter Bell School if the charge was placed against the student.


Bill Clifton reported on a claim against a teacher paddling a student.  No charges.  Also, Bill reported on a claim made by a judge in a Pennsylvania District entering all school districts in the motion in a suit opposing the asbestos abatement plans.  We could withdraw if we requested our district to be withdrawn.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
