AGENDA

DELEGATIONS

APPOINTMENTS


On a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, Mr. William Cross was appointed Assistant Principal at Trenton High School for the 1989-90 school year by unanimous vote.

STUDENT RELEASE


On a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board approved the following student transfers.

INSURANCE


Mr. McCauley presented NEFEC Option A-D to the board with an explanation of the options.  AVMED representatives stated that they would prefer that all premiums be sent directly to them.  Raymond Hutchinson explained that the board should stay with the insurance committee’s recommendation.  The board should not pick up additional options.  On a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board approved the AVMED, NEFEC Option C and the Great American Reserve, Option II plans for 1989-90.  SMB #4, Pages 68-70.

UNIFORMS


The board discussed furnishing uniforms for the maintenance and custodial personnel.  Those personnel are to choose the colors of their uniforms.  American Service Control had the lowest prices.  The board directs the school administrators that employees must wear uniforms and that they are to be neat and clean.  If this is not done, the employee will be sent home without pay.  The aforementioned statements were adopt4ed by the board on a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.

BUDGET


The following information was presented by Carol Hyde with possible implications for budget consideration.  Carol stated that she had visited recently with Senator Kirkpatrick and explained to him the need for a school bus garage and an administrative building as well as renovating the oldest buildings and the need for more classrooms.  Senator Kirkpatrick made a call to the Florida Department of Education and set up a meeting for next week between Gilchrist County Superintendent and Board Members and the Department of Education Facilities Personnel, the Senator’s aide and Mr. Cecil Golden to discuss establishing procedures for Gilchrist County to receive Special Projects money for the above mentioned facilities since we had levied the 2 mills.
