After being called to order by the chairman, the following business was transacted:

AGENDA

Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board approved the agenda after adding item 10-C Reports – NSBA.

LAND SALE


The County Commissioners and Mitzi Austin, attorney for the board of County Commissioners, met with the school board to discuss the proposed sale of approximately 55,000 acres of land to the state.  The land is known as Waccassassa Flats.

RESOLUTION


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the drawing of a resolution supporting the proposed sale.

AGREEMENT


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board agreed on the split of funds received from the state for timber or other products sold by the state from this land.  These funds would be paid to the county in lieu of taxes.  The split would be sixty-four (64%) percent to the county commissioners and thirty-six (36%) percent to the school board.  This same split would apply to any funds paid to the county from the fund established by the selling parties for the purpose of keeping the revenue at the level required to prevent any loss of revenue to the county commissioners and school board from the sale of this land to the state.

GED


Carl Williams appeared before the board to discuss the GED fee schedule.  Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board set the fee for a full test at $25.00.  Mr. Williams discussed the possibility of not permitting sixteen (16) year olds to take the GED.  After a lengthy discussion the board opted to leave the testing age as is until more information is presented.

BIDS


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board accepted the low bids by individual items on food service items as presented.

PAVING


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board authorized the superintendent to advertise for bids for paving jobs – front of Trenton gym, parking lot at Bell and the repaving and renovation of the track at Trenton.

ROOFING


Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board authorized the superintendent to do whatever is necessary to get the old main building at Trenton re-roofed.  This is to be done by day labor.  Woodrow Smith voted no.

RESIGNATION


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board accepted the resignation of Lynn Grant, teacher at Trenton.

APPOINTMENTS

Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board approved the appointments as presented by the superintendent.  SMB #3, Page 2.

BANK LOAN

Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board approved the extension of the loan with the Farmers and Merchants Bank until June 30, 1988.

ROOFING


Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board authorized the superintendent to re-roof the auto mechanics shop at Bell.  The work will be day labor.  The estimated cost is $3,000.00.

NSBA

Carol Hyde told the board she has been asked to do a presentation at the National School Boards Association meeting in New Orleans.  The board gave approval for her to go.

SPECIAL MEETING

The board set Thursday, January 21 at 7:00 P.M. for a special meeting to approve the resolution for the concept of the sale of land known as Waccassassa Flats to the state.

CARL COMMITTEE

The board asked the superintendent to write letters to members of the CARL Committee showing our support for the proposed land sale.

REPORTS

Various reports were made by the superintendent and board.
