STUDENT ATTENDANCE


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the request for Jennifer Lynn Merriweather and Mathew B. Shaw to transfer from Levy County to Gilchrist County Schools and for Jared Duff to attend school in Alachua County.

LEAVE


Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board approved the leave request for Anne M. Schreyer as requested.

APPOINTMENTS


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board approved the appointments as presented by the Superintendent.  SMB #3, Page 30.

BIDS

LOAN

STUDENT INSURANCE

The board authorized the superintendent to advertise for bids for student insurance.

TEXTBOOKS


Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board agreed to allocate $25,000.00 from county funds for textbooks.  This will be in addition to the state allocation and will be used for science, math, English and social studies series for grades 3, 4, 5 and 6.

INSURANCE


The board will solicit bids by January 3, 1989 for insurance coverages excluding employee health insurance.  The bids are to be presented to the board at the March 7, 1989 board meeting.

OAK TREES


The board and superintendent discussed the timer (oak trees) on an area of school property located at the Bell site.  The board agreed for the trees to be dug and the monies to be used by the FFA.  SMB #3, Pages 31-33.

REPORTS


The superintendent updated the board on the energy grant.  It is now available and work required under the agreement has already begun.

BUDGET PRIORITIES

The superintendent and board discussed priorities for the coming budget year.

SPECIAL MEETING


The board set Monday, July 18 at 7:30 P.M. as the date for the superintendent to present the tentative budget to the board.

VOUCHERS

Vouchers for payment of bills were circulated for board perusal.
