After being called to order by the chairman the following business was transacted:

AGENDA


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board approved the agenda as presented.

MINUTES


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board approved the minutes of the July 5 meeting as circulated.

STUDENT DRESS CODE


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the dress code for students.  The superintendent was authorized to advertise the rule.  A meeting was set for 7:30 P.M. August 15 for a public hearing on the rule.

RESOLUTION


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board approved the resolution for the loan at the Farmers and Merchants Bank.  The approval for the loan was given at the July 5 meeting.  SMB #3, Pages 34-35.

BIDS


Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board awarded the bid for petroleum products to United Fuels.  This bid was considered the overall best and lowest.


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board awarded the bid for lunchroom equipment to R.W. Beaty Restaurant Equipment.  This was the best bid meeting specs.


Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board accepted the low bid from the Trane Company for air conditioning for the science lab at Trenton and the two new classrooms at Bell.


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board accepted the bid from McCrimmon Office Supply for furniture for the new classrooms.  Proposal #2 was accepted.  The bid from McCrimmon was the only bid received.


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board approved the agreement with Advanced Electrical Services to repair the ovens at the Trenton School.  The contract also includes installing new conduits, relocation of conduits, relocation of some appliances.  Woodrow Smith voted against the motion.

AGREEMENTS


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board approved the Vision Agreement with Levy County, the TRICOMA Agreement and the Pre Kindergarten Early Intervention Program.

NEW POSITION


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board approved an additional third (3rd) grade teaching position for the Bell School.

APPOINTMENTS


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board approved the appointments as presented by the Superintendent.  Elvin Mathews abstained from voting.  SMB #3, Page 36.

FACILITY USE


Frank Grant appeared before the board to request permission to use the football fields at Trenton and Bell Schools for the public speakings during the Democratic primary races.  The speaking at Trenton will be August 27 and at Bell September 1.  The board authorized this use of the grounds by the Democratic Committee. Grant also requested that the board consider installing telephone lines at each of these sites so that the radio station can broadcast these speakings live.  The lines would also make it possible to broadcast the school football games live.

BUDGET


The board carefully reviewed the tentative budget submitted by the superintendent.  After discussion and careful consideration the board, upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Woodrow Smith, approved the tentative budget and authorized it to be advertised.

MILLS


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board approved 5.529 mills for required local effort and .719 mills for discretionary.


It was noted that the required local effort millage is subject to change upon certification from Tallahassee.  The superintendent was authorized to make any necessary changes.

REPORTS


The superintendent and board discussed school lunch prices.  The superintendent will have a recommendation at the next regularly scheduled board meeting in August.

Various other topics were discussed by the board, attorney and superintendent.

SPECIAL MEETING


The board set Monday, July 25 at 7:30 P.M. as the time for the first public budget hearing.
