The Gilchrist County School Board met in special session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date with the following members present to wit:

Elvin Mathews was absent.

After being called to order by the chairman, the following business was transacted:

PUBLIC HEARING


A public hearing was held as advertised for the proposed student dress code rule.  After discussion with people in the audience, and having answered all questions raised, the board voted to approve the rule as advertised.  This was done on a motion made by Carol Hyde and seconded by Gary Rexroat.

AGENDA


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board denied the request of JoAnn Howlett to teach part-time this school year.  A part-time teacher is not available to the board at this time in the field necessary for the position.

TEXTBOOKS


The superintendent told the board that textbooks are ordered and should be available for all students when school begins.  This is based on information given the superintendent by the principals of the schools.

LCCC BUS SCHEDULE


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board approved the Lake City Community College bus schedule.  The bus will leave Trenton at 6:50 A.M. and will leave LCCC at 4:00 P.M. to return to Trenton.  The college will work with our students on scheduling within this time frame.

COUNTY COMMISSIONERS


Jimmy Sheffield, county commissioner, appeared before the board to discuss a proposal for employing a person to check on mobile homes in the county to assure compliance with license laws.  Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board endorsed the concept subject to details being worked out.

BARRY HOUSE


The board discussed the Barry House.  After considerable discussion the chair declared this an emergency item.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board authorized the superintendent to do whatever is necessary to get the building student occupancy ready.  The house will not be used for students until it has been renovated.

ASBESTOS


The superintendent reported to the board that a representative from Hall Kimbrall has finished the inspection of both schools to determine if we have any asbestos materials.  The company should have the report to us in about six weeks.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board approved the school attendance for students as requested and presented.  SMB #3, Page 40.

HEALTH INSURANCE


Gary Rexroat made a motion to accept the Blue Cross/Blue Shield proposal number one and Great American Reserve Option one.  The motion died for lack of a second.


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board accepted the Blue Cross/Blue Shield proposal number one and the proposal from the Adams Whiddon Agency for employee health insurance coverage.

BIDS


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board accepted the low bids on food products from Kraft/Pillans and Smith and Eli Witt; low bid on milk and milk products from Flav-O-Rich; low bid on bread from Interstate Brands (American).

STUDENT INSURANCE


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board accepted the proposal from the Jack Davis Agency for student insurance.  Rates will be the same as last year.

BREAKFAST PRICES


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board set the school breakfast prices at seventy-five ($.75) cents for adults, fifty ($.50) cents for students and thirty ($.30) cents for reduced price breakfasts.  Students on free lunches will be eligible for free breakfasts.

LEAVE


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the request from Mary O’steen for personal illness leave from beginning of school in August through October, 1988.

RESIGNATION


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board accepted the resignation of Teresa Langford.

APPOINTMENTS


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board approved the appointments as presented.  SMB #3, Page 41.

ATTORNEY AGREEMENT


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the agreement with the school board attorney for the 1988-89 fiscal year.  SMB #3, Pages 42-44.

12 MONTHS POSITIONS


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the following positions as twelve (12) months positions:  Vocational Agriculture and Auto Mechanics teachers and the Job Placement Specialist.  If a job training class in business education is added then this position would also be twelve (12) months.

REPORTS


The superintendent and board members gave various reports.  Among the discussions were the usage of the Barry House, the status of the new classrooms and science facility, the Pre-K program, status on telephone lines to the football fields, status of the pole barns, various needs of the vocational area such as feed rooms, etc., elementary school crossing signs.  

SPECIAL MEETING

The board set Tuesday, September 20, at 7:30 P.M. for a public hearing on the proposed rule revision.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to come before the board at this time it adjourned to go into executive session to discuss negotiations.
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
