After being called to order by the chairman, the following business was transacted:

AGENDA


Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the agenda after adding item 5-A, Resolution to advertise a proposed rule change:  #4.10, sub Section 12.

DELEGATIONS


Jean Benson addressed the board concerning a request made for her daughter, Paula Simmons.  This request concerned information on high school credits for night school classes and early admission to college.  The superintendent told her the request had been given to Dr. James Surrency, principal at Trenton High and that he would respond.

INSURANCE


The board discussed the various proposals from companies to furnish insurance, other than health, to the board employees.  Harrison Schofield, insurance committee member, made the presentation to the board.  Jim McCawley, representing NEFEC, was present.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board voted to accept the proposal from the Great American Reserve Company.  The package cost is $499.44 per employee.  The package includes life, AD & D, vision, dental and disability.  The board considered this to be the best proposal.

Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board authorized advertising its intent to change rule #4.10, Sub Section 12.  A special meeting was set for Tuesday, November 15 at 7:30 P.M. for a hearing.

BIDS


The superintendent presented his recommendation for bids that were tabled at the previous meeting for more information.  The bids were from the Gorman Company and Hughes Supply for sinks for the science facility.  Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board accepted the low bid from the Gorman Company.

The board reviewed the format for the Kindergarten Report Card.  The superintendent recommended the card.  Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the card as presented.

SUBSTITUTE PAY SCALES


The board reviewed the substitute pay for bus drivers, lunchroom workers and custodians.  Pay scales from four other counties were compared with the Gilchrist County School Board Schedules.

OLD BUSINESS - APPOINTMENTS


The board attorney presented in writing his opinion concerning the superintendent recommending himself for appointment to a position in the school system.  He read and discussed his opinion with the board, and presented legal decisions from other cases he deemed relevant.  SMB #3, Pages 189-192.


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board rejected the self-nomination of the superintendent for the position of Director of Curriculum and Instruction, on the grounds that no such position now exists.  The duties for this position were written into the job description for the Assistant Superintendent for Instructional Services.  This job description was approved by the board on November 5, 1985.  At this time several positions were renamed.
