After being called to order by the chairman the following business was transacted:

AGENDA

Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board approved the agenda as presented after adding item 1A, Delegations.

DELEGATIONS


Jerry Myers appeared before the board that request that she be permitted to attend school four periods per day and work the remainder of the day.  She was advised to work with her teacher and principal to make arrangements for participating in the on the job training program available through the school.  This is the only way the board approves for a student to attend school part time and work.

BUDGET


The board held a public hearing on the budget as advertised.  One visitor was present in the audience.  After discussion, and having answered all questions raised, the board took action to approve the budget as presented.  The motion to approve was made by Elvin Mathews and seconded by Woodrow Smith.


The director of financial services publicly announced the mills proposed.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Gary Rexroat, the board approved 5.054 mills for required local effort and .819 mills for discretionary.

SALARY SCHEDULES

LUNCH PRICES


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board voted to leave lunch prices at the present rate of $.60 for K-6 grades, $.75 for 7-12 grades and $1.50 for adults.

The attorney requested guidelines for formulating a rule concerning students with head lice.

LEAVE REQUEST


A motion was made by Gary Rexroat to grant the requested leave for Lisa Joan Martin.  The motion died for lack of a second.  A motion was then made by Woodrow Smith and seconded by Elvin Mathews that the request be denied.  The superintendent had recommended that the leave be denied.  The board did not feel they could assure her a return to position.

The superintendent recommended the list of appointments be accepted by the board.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board approved the list of appointments as presented.  SMB #2, Page 396.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE


Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board approved the student attendance as requested.  SMB #2, Page 396.

SURPLUS EQUIPMENT
