AGENDA

INSURANCE


Wendy Praeriner, representing Blue Cross/Blue Shield and Craig Mikell, representing Farm Bureau, discussed their respective programs being offered by their companies.  They updated the board on enrollment figures and other aspects concerning the enrollment.

STUDENT INSURANCE


The board discussed the student insurance coverage.  They will continue to look at alternatives to assure that the best coverage available is provided at a reasonable price.

BIDS

Upon a motion by Gary Rexroat, seconded by Elvin Mathews, the board accepted the low bid of Gilchrist Building for fiberglass, asphalt and 1/2” plywood sheeting for the second two classroom addition at Trenton.
