PUBLIC


The chairman gave the people in the audience an opportunity to address the board.  Darise Martin and her mother, Eugenia Martin, spoke concerning the way grade point averages are done.  A lengthy discussion followed.


Several bus drivers were in the audience.  One driver spoke concerning bus loads.  The board and superintendent assured the drivers that loads are being looked at and any necessary changes will be made.

EMERGENCY ITEM


The chair declared the grade point averaging concern to be an emergency and placed it on the agenda.  Carol Hyde made a motion that a committee be appointed to look into this. SCHOOL ATTENDANCE

Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by James Vickers, the board approved the attendance of students as requested.

APPOINTMENTS


Upon a motion by James Vickers, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board approved the appointment of Terry B. Owens, teacher at Trenton High.

REPORTS


Bill Clifton and Ed Philman updated the board on pending litigation and other items of interest and concern.


The Superintendent presented a letter from Kathryn Deen, city manager, concerning the water bills for the Trenton School.

The board set Thursday, August 29 at 7:30 P.M. for a special meeting.

There being no further business to come before the board at this time it adjourned.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

The board went into executive session to discuss negotiations with the board’s negotiator.
