RE-ROOFING BIDS

Bids were opened at 10:00 as advertised.


Upon a motion by James Vickers, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the board rejected all bids received for re-roofing the Bell Gym.  Authorization was given by the state to delete the insulation usually required.  The age and life expectancy of the building does not warrant that additional expense.  The board authorized the superintendent to advertise again for bids with the insulation not being a requirement.  Bids were received from Perry Roofing, Poole Roofing and W.W. Construction.  Gilchrist Building Materials was sole bidder for materials.  Bids will be received on April 17 at 7:30 P.M.


The Board authorized the superintendent to have Albert Martin write specs and estimated cost to re-roof the Bell Gym on a day labor basis.
