UNIFORM PATCHES


Upon a motion by James Vickers, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the Board approved the patch for the uniforms for bus drivers.

LEGISLATIVE ITEMS


James Vickers and Carol Hyde briefed the other board members on their meeting in Tallahassee.  They reported on legislative items of concern to small counties.  Some of the items requested are full funding of transportation costs, funding of school bus replacement costs, cost of living factor and small school funding. 

SCHOOL PROGRAMS


The Board discussed the programs and scheduling of the 1983-84 school year.  The Superintendent and board members stated their intent to offer some new programs by maximum utilization of staff.

RENOVATION-REMODELING UPSTAIRS


Jackie Barron, Clerk of the Court, and W.B. Mathis, County Commissioners, appeared before the Board to discuss the remodeling and renovation costs for the upstairs 

area to be occupied by Superintendent Thomas and his staff.  They asked that the school board match their expenses – dollar for dollar with the maximum of $7,000.00 to be spent by the commissioners.  They asked for a memorandum of agreement.  The chairman declared this an emergency item thus permitting the board to take action.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board approved the request.

Jim Surrency, principal at Trenton High, discussed staff and programs at his school.

CERTIFICATION FOR DOWNING


The chairman declared the request of Robert Irvin, principal at Bell School, an emergency.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by James Vickers, the Board granted board certification to Jimmie Ray Downing for the 1982-83 school year in Science.

LITIGATION

Bill Clifton, Board Attorney, discussed pending litigation with the Board.
