After being called to order by the chairman, the following business was transacted:

MINUTES


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the Board approved the minutes of the meetings of January 4, 6, and 20 as presented.

BIDS


No bids were received for the sale of the Sanders house located on the Bell School Site.

BUS REPAIR CONTRACT

Mike Green and Alan Green appeared before the Board to discuss the school bus repair contract.  This item was postponed until after lunch at which time the Green may return and be heard.

FSBA RESOLUTION


Superintendent Thomas gave the Board a report on the plans of the small counties within the Florida School Board Association for lobbying.  Plans have been formulated to present the special needs of these districts to the legislators.  Upon a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by James Vickers, the Board adopted a resolution to participate in the group and authorized the $100.00 participating fee.  Upon the same motion the Board appointed James Vickers to serve as Board representative.

SCHOOL BUS PROBLEM


Max Jones of the Rock Bluff area in Dixie County appeared before the Board to discuss the cost of repairs to his automobile which he stated were necessitated by his trying to avoid hitting a school bus.  The Superintendent will follow up on this and make a report of his findings to the Board.

VOCATIONAL PROGRAMS


Grayling Smith, Vocational Agriculture Teacher at the Bell School, and Murphy Everett, Vocational Agriculture Teacher at the Trenton School, gave the board reports on their ongoing programs and their plans for future programs.  The Board discussed their plans for additional and improved facilities for the vocational programs.

POLICY PROPOSAL


Jim Surrency, principal at Trenton High, presented a proposal for determining class ranking.  The Board will consider this for inclusion in the revised policies.  Mr. Surrency also briefed the Board on the request they had received from a student needing credits to graduate.

RIOUX CHILDREN


Upon a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the Board, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, approved the request for the Rioux children to attend school in Alachua County.

GARBAGE HAULING


Upon a motion by Woodrow Smith, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board authorized the Superintendent to negotiate with Raymond Avery for use of his truck in hauling the garbage from the Trenton School.  The Superintendent will bring this cost to the board at the mid-month meeting.  The Board asked the Superintendent to check with Mr. Avery on his insurance coverage and also to check with our insurance company to determine if we have the necessary coverage.

BIDS


At 1:30 P.M. the Board opened bids for the sale of the terminal and printer as advertised.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the Board accepted the high bid of Tennecom.  This bid is accepted contingent upon approval of the consortium.

HYDE REPORT


Carol Hyde gave the Board a report on her trip to Washington.  She feels her meetings with our Florida officials were productive.  Mrs. Hyde briefed the Board on tentative legislation and what effect it will have on Florida and Gilchrist County.

BUS REPAIR CONTRACT


Alan Green and Mike Green appeared before the Board to discuss the bus repair contract.  After a lengthy discussion the Board opted to set up their own bus maintenance facilities.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board authorized the Superintendent to proceed with plans for setting up the necessary facilities.  The Superintendent will negotiate with mechanics and the owner of the building.  The Superintendent was authorized to do all things necessary to have the facility operational within thirty (30) days.  The Superintendent will report his findings to the Board at the mid-month meeting.  The Superintendent will notify the Trenton and Bell Contractors Friday, February 4 of the decision of the Board to terminate their contracts.

SUBSTITUTES

Upon a motion by James Vickers, seconded by Woodrow Smith, the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and approved the substitutes as presented:  Mary Gene Martin, sub for Norma Welfare while she is on leave; Marjorie Proctor, substitute for Sue Reed while she is on leave; Ethel May Ricker and Georgia Sapp Watson, substitute lunchroom workers; Patrick Riordan substitute bus driver and Terry Riordan, Community College substitute bus driver.
