MINUTES

Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board approved the minutes of the previous two meetings as read with the following corrections:  The minutes for the special meeting on September 13, read:  Casey Carlisle was absent.  Minutes should read:  Casey Carlisle was absent for the first part of the meeting but was present for the second part.  The Board met at 5:30 P.M. for a public hearing to adopt the budget and other items, recessed for dinner, then returned for the second part of the meeting at 8:00 P.M.  Casey Carlisle was present for this part.  No action was taken on anything.  The attorney updated the Board on the Hazel Bowdoin Case.  Mr. Leroy Bowdoin was present for this part of the meeting.

BUDGET AMENDMENT


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board approved the budget amendment #1 for General School Fund.  SMB #1, Pages 191.

BIDS


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Roy Wilson, the Board, upon recommendation of the Board Attorney, rejected all bids for a copying machine.  Improved specifications will be written and new bids solicited.

LEGISLATIVE INFORMATION


Carol Hyde gave a report on items being considered by school boards for legislation.  A general discussion followed on these and other items of concern to boards such as the beginning teacher program, financial disclosure for principals, parental restitution, school volunteer programs.  Carl Williams, Director of Instruction, spoke on some of these items.

DISCIPLINE PROBLEM


Mr. Henry Langford appeared before the Board to discuss the discipline recently administered to his son.

BUS PROBLEM


Frances Williams appeared before the Board to discuss the mechanical problems she is having with her bus.

JOB DESCRIPTIONS


The Board reviewed the job descriptions for supplements.  The Superintendent will review and make recommendations for the Board to consider.

SCHOOL BUS USE

The Superintendent and Board had a long discussion on use of school buses, costs for and participation in extra-curricular activities.

STUDENT PLACEMENT


Yvonne Kelso and Mark Lobbig appeared before the Board to discuss Mrs. Kelso’s son.  She feels he should be properly tested and placed in programs more suited to his academic ability and achievement.  The Superintendent informed the Board that the process has already been started and will be completed as soon as possible.

INFORMATION ITEMS


The Board discussed the food service program.  The attorney updated the Board on the Rose Bass case and the Hazel Bowdoin case.

SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and approved the following as substitute teachers:  Carolyn H. Roddy, Sheree T. Pitzarell, Allen Daughterty, Michaline Bartlett and Cherry Halter.

SUBSTITUTE BUS DRIVER

Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and approved Harriet “Ginger” Rice as substitute bus driver.

SUBSTITUTE LUNCHROOM WORKERS


Upon a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Roy Wilson, the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and approved Charlotte Philman and Marie Whitfield as substitute lunchroom workers.

BUDGET DISCUSSION

The Superintendent discussed the budget with the Board.  He listed some items he felt would have to be cut if the state revenue picture does not improve.  The state has advised schools boards of a 2% reduction already and there is a possibility that we will sustain an additional cut in January.

MEETING DATE CHANGE


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board voted to change the next regularly scheduled meeting date from the first Tuesday in November to the first Thursday in November.  The scheduled meeting date is November 4.
