After being called to order by the chairman the following business was transacted.

MINUTES


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Ray Hutchinson, the Board approved the minutes of the three previous meetings as read.

ATHLETIC REPORTS

Frederick Wood, Athletic Director at Trenton High, appeared before the Board to discuss proposed changes in policies for the athletic department.  He also discussed the programs and gave financial information for these programs.  The Board told Mr. Wood that his recommendations would be considered at the time the Board reviews other county policies.  Mr. Ron Blanton, Athletic Director, Bell School, also appeared before the Board to discuss the athletic programs at his school.  He explained plans for programs for the coming year.  The Board thanked both men and assured them that their suggestions and recommendations would be considered.

CONSORTIUM

O.B. Hendrix, Consortium Director, Northeast Florida Educational Consortium, appeared before the Board and explained the overall services available to members of the consortium.  Carol Pittman, Supervisor of Health and Nutrition Education for the Consortium, explained the Health Education Program Services available to member districts.  Michael Purinton, Supervisor of the teacher education center, explained the services available for in-service training to member districts.

BUS DRIVER CONCERNS


Mrs. Linda Elmore appeared before the Board to discuss her concern about school bus driver Frances Williams.  Frances Williams asked the Board to consider her driving record.

SCHOOL CALENDARS


The Superintendent presented the proposed school calendar for the 1982-83 school year.  After discussion with Carl Williams, Director of Instruction, and the general audience, Roy Wilson moved that the calendar be adopted.  The move died for lack of a second.

OBSOLETE EQUIPMENT


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the Board authorized the Superintendent to give four (4) gym lockers at the Trenton School to the sheriff’s department.  They also authorized him to sell the stove and freezer at the Trenton School.  PR #B-1297 freezer; PR #

SITE IMPROVEMENTS


Ray Hutchinson discussed some site improvements he thinks should be made at both schools.

ACETYLENE – OXYGEN


Dwight Wayne appeared before the Board to discuss furnishing welding supplies to the schools.  The Board thanked him and told him they would be in touch with him by the next regular board meeting.

RENOVATION


Jackie Barron appeared before the Board to discuss the renovating and remodeling of the upstairs space to be used by the school board.  The Board agreed to meet with the commissioners on Tuesday, April 13, 1982 at 7:30 P.M.

SCHOOL CALENDAR


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Carol Hyde the Board upon recommendation of the Superintendent, voted unanimously to adopt the 1982-83 school calendar as presented.  SMB #1, Page 96.

SUMMER SCHOOL – WORK SCHEDULE


The Superintendent told the Board he was not ready at this time to present a plan for summer school or a proposed work schedule for the summer.

WAYNE CARROLL LETTER


The Board discussed the publishing of the letter from Wayne Carroll to Casey Carlisle.  Mr. Carlisle moved that the letter be published.  The move died for lack of a second.  SMB #1, Pages 97-100.

SCHOOL BUSES


The Superintendent explained that the need for continuing to use a bus replacement schedule.  He will have figures by next regular board meeting.

APPOINTMENTS


The Superintendent presented a list of his recommendations for employment for the 1982-83 school year for administrative and county level employees.  Carol Hyde asked that Harrison Schofield be appointed just as principal, deleting “Trenton Elementary School”.  The Superintendent agreed to this change but reserved the right to make personnel assignments.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Roy Wilson, the Board approved the appointments as submitted by the Superintendent with the change noted above.  Casey Carlisle dissented on Harrison Schofield.  SMB #1, Page 101.

DISCUSSION – POSITION CHANGES


The Board discussed other changes that possibly could be made with positions.  Due to financial reasons the Superintendent recommended that the position of Lunchroom Supervisor not be filled for the 1982-83 school year.  Rose Bass appeared before the Board and discussed the options available to her.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Roy Wilson, the Board voted to grant Rose Bass a year’s leave of absence from her duties as lunchroom supervisor as recommended by the Superintendent.  The Board authorized the Superintendent to inform Miss Bass in writing of the options available to her.

APPOINTMENTS


Upon a motion by Ray Hutchinson, seconded by Roy Wilson, the Board approved the following appointments:  Robin Lovett, Marie S. Martin as substitute lunchroom workers; Annie Blitch as substitute bus driver.

BUDGET AMENDMENT


Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board approved the budget amendment #8 for Special Revenue.  SMB #1, Page 102.

DISCUSSION


Board Member Casey Carlisle brought up several items for discussion pertaining to records, evaluations and other concerns.  The Superintendent will discuss these concerns with the principals.  The Board will be given information on this at the next regular board meeting.

POLICY CHANGE


The Board authorized the board attorney to draw up a change of policy notice for advertising so that the board may consider changing the present time frame for announcing the valedictorian and salutatorian.  This item will be placed on the April 22nd agenda.  Meeting will be at 7:30 P.M.

INFORMATION ITEMS


Bill Clifton discussed statutory provisions on contracts with principals.  He also discussed with board members the effect of the sunset of Florida Statutes chapter 231.
