Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and employed the non-instructional staffs for the Trenton Elementary School and the Trenton High School as presented.  SMB #1, Page 107.

ASSIGNMENT OF DUTIES


The Superintendent explained that he plans to make some changes in assignments for some of the non-instructional personnel.  He will present these changes to the Board at a later date.

EMPLOYMENT


Upon a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and approved the adult school staff as presented.  SMB #1, Page 108.

SCHOOL PSYCHOLOGIST POSITION


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Roy Wilson, the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and voted not to fill the position of school psychologist for the 1982-83 school year.  The Superintendent explained his plans for using the services of the University of Florida and other agencies for the work that has been handled in the past by the school psychologist.

SCHOOL BOARD WORKSHOP


The Board suggested that we have some informal workshops with board members, superintendent, and administrative staff.  The Superintendent will arrange for these.

RESIGNATION – POSITION ELIMINATION


Upon a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and voted not to fill one Trenton Elementary School teaching position.  Student enrollment does not warrant the position at this time.  On the same motion the Board accepted the resignation of Margaret Wright as a teacher.  Mrs. Wright taught at the Trenton Elementary School but has been on an approved leave of absence for the 1981-82 school year.  They also accepted the resignation of George Anderson as teacher at the Trenton High School.

OCCUPATIONAL SPECIALIST POSITION


The Superintendent recommended that the position of Occupational Specialist not be filled for the 1982-83 school year.  Mrs. Hazel Bowdoin who has filled this position for several years was represented by legal counsel.  After hearing comments, suggestions and recommendations from attorneys, Superintedent, board members, and any other party wishing to speak, the Board, upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Ray Hutchinson, voted to table any action on this position until the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Board.  Mrs. Bowdoin’s attorney, Mike Murphy, will present his legal opinion to Mr. Thomas, Superintendent.

POLICY CHANGE


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board approved the change of policy for announcement of the Valedictorian and Salutatorian with the addition of the following words “Grades figured by principal only”.  

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS


The Board discussed several items of concern with the Superintendent.  The Superintendent explained his position and what his plans are in these areas.  One item of concern was maintenance of grounds on the Trenton campus.  Another item was letters to employees on board actions.

There being no further business to come before the Board at this time meeting adjourned.
