After being called to order by the chairman, the following business was transacted:

INFORMATION ITEMS


The Superintendent informed the Board that the new system for returning trays to check out window in the Trenton Lunchroom is working exceptionally well and has eliminated the long lines at the check out window.


The annual financial report was not presented to the Board for approval.  It will be completed and presented at the Special meeting to be held at 8:00 P.M. on August 31st.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE

Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Carol Hyde the Board approved the request for Michael Ross and William F. Price from Alachua County to attend school in Gilchrist County.

CREDIT FOR PHYSICAL EDUCATION


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the Board authorized that 1/2  credit for Physical Education be allowed by students who have two or more years of marching band.  This credit will be available to them in their senior year only and will be granted if physical education cannot be worked into their schedule during their senior year.

GROUP HEALTH INSURANCE


The Superintendent informed the Board that he has not had any response from insurance companies for quotes or plans for group health insurance coverage for the Gilchrist County School Employees.  Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board authorized the Superintendent to call for bids for this coverage.  Bids will be accepted September 13, 1982.

BEGINNING TEACHER PROGRAM


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board approved the beginning teacher program.  This plan has also been approved by the Gilchrist CTA.

BOARD – CTA AGREEMENT


The Superintendent informed the Board that he will have the total Board-CTA Agreement ready to present to them at the regular September meeting.

TEXTBOOK ALLOCATIONS


Textbook allocations were discussed.  The Superintendent will meet with principals and bring recommendations to the Board.

BIDS FOR COPYING MACHINE


Upon a motion by Raymond Hutchinson, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board authorized the Superintendent to advertise for bids for a copying machine for the Trenton High School.  Cost of the machine will be paid from the general fund of the school internal accounts.

SUPPLEMENT SCALES


The Superintendent presented a list of supplements currently being paid by the Board.  The Board tabled action until the next regular meeting to get the names of the people who will draw these Supplements.

CLERK I POSITION


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, the Board created an additional Clerk I position at the Trenton High School.  On the same motion one teacher aide position was eliminated at the Trenton Elementary School.  The Superintendent recommended that Nancy Williams be transferred from an aide position to the Clerk I position.  This was approved on the same motion.  The Superintendent explained his plans for duty assignments.

INFORMATION ITEMS


Carol Hyde discussed the letter for recommendations for legislation.  Mrs. Hyde plans to attend the legislative committee meeting on September 24th.

INFORMATION ITEMS


The Superintendent discussed student enrollment and explained his plans for changes to accommodate the increase in enrollment.


The Superintendent informed the Board that testing and re-testing for special education classes is to be done at both schools.  He also informed the Board that testing is being done by guidance counselors at both schools for the speech program.


The Superintendent was asked to bring information on September 2 agenda items to the Special meeting on August 31.

NANCY WILLIAMS TRANSFER


On advice of Counsel the Board approved the transfer of Nancy Williams as a temporary duty assignment as Clerk I until the matter can be put on the agenda for the next regular meeting.  The Superintendent will present a job description for this position at the same meeting.
