MINUTES


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Superintendent’s recommendation to grant a personal leave of absence to Carla Martin, lunchroom worker, effective from April 16, 1981 through the end of the current school term.

APPOINTMENT OF PERSONNEL

Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Roy Wilson, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Superintendent to appoint school level personnel as presented.  (Copy in Supplemental Minute Book #1, Pages 39 – 45.)

SUMMER SCHOOL SCHEDULE


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board accepted the recommendation of Superintendent Ray Thomas for the school system to go on a four day work week beginning June 15 and extending through August 14, 1981.  The hours for the summer school program were set from 8:00 A.M. to 1:00 P.M. to give the required number of hours for credit courses.  Summer school will begin on June 15 and end July 23.

PENDING LEGISLATION
Mr. Edsel Mikell appeared before the Board to discuss SB #296-HB #178.  These bills would require public school and school textbooks to teach theory of scientific creationism and theory of evolution – both to be presented as theories.  The Board asked Mr. Clifton to draw up a resolution to our legislators expressing the Board’s views on this issue.

POLICY HEARING


The hour of 10:30 A.M. having arrived, Mr. Carl Williams presented information on proposed policy changes for graduation requirements.  Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the Board voted unanimously to postpone a decision on this until the next regular meeting of the Board.  The Board also instructed the staff to work out the details of the proposed changes.

FHA CONFERENCE

Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Ray Hutchinson, the Board unanimously approved the request of Carol Hill and Cora Lord to help with the expenses for the National Leadership Conference (FHA) to be held in San Francisco, California, July 10-17, 1981.  Payment for student expenses were authorized to be paid from the general fund at Trenton School.  The Board will pay up to $1,031.00 toward the expenses of the advisor.

HEALTH EDUCATION PLAN


Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Ray Hutchinson, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Comprehensive Health Education Plan for 1981-82 as presented by Carl Williams.

EXCEPTIONAL CHILD EDUCATION PLAN


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the Board voted unanimously approved to accept the Exceptional Child Education Plan for 1981-82 as presented by Leroy Bowdoin.
