After being called to order by chairman, the following business was transacted:
MINUTES


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Ray Hutchinson the board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of the July 7 and July 23 meetings as read.

SCHOOL BUS CONVERSION

Jimmy Summers, local manager for Norgas appeared before the Board with Rich Gillespie, area manager for Norgas and Rick Paul, District Manager for Norgas and gave a detailed report to the Board on the conversion of school buses from gasoline to dual use of gasoline and propane gas.  He also presented a letter listing prices his firm would charge for propane gas to be used in the buses after the conversion is made.

The Board authorized the Superintendent to ask the Norgas Company to deliver gas to the Bell School for school buses at the same price we are paying for propane under the present bid with this company.

MATERNITY LEAVE


Upon a motion by Ray Hutchinson, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the Board voted unanimously to approve the maternity leave for Mary Bennett and authorized her to use her sick leave time for this absence.

RESOLUTION
Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board voted unanimously to adopt the resolution accepting option to purchase real property from Larry and Marie Lerew.  (Copy in SMB #1, Page #60A.)

BIDS


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Roy Wilson the Board voted unanimously to postpone a decision on awarding bids on milkshake machines until the next meeting on August 13.

BUDGET


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Ray Hutchinson the Board voted unanimously to accept the budget as presented and authorized it to be advertised.  One the same motion the Board set the public hearing for the budget for Thursday, August 13 at 7:30 P.M.

APPOINTMENT


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Casey Carlisle the Board accepted the recommendation of the Superintendent and voted unanimously to appoint Gary Denton as driver education and physical education teacher at the Bell School.  The Superintendent informed the Board that the person, Chester Gregory, appointed at the July 7 meeting for this position had telephoned him to decline the appointment and to withdraw his application.

SALE OF OBSOLETE AND/OR UNUSABLE EQUIPMENT


Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Ray Hutchinson the Board voted unanimously to accept the list of obsolete and/or unusable equipment as presented by the Superintendent.  The board authorized the Superintendent to price and advertise for sale.  All items will be sold on a first come first serve basis.  Any item not sold may be disposed of as junk.  SMB #1, Page 60B.

APPOINTMENTS


The Board deferred action on hiring Tommy Milito and Roger Grover to do coaching in the schools.  This will be taken up again at the August 13 meeting.

POLICIES


At 3:00 P.M. the Board discussed the new policy on tobacco and drug use.  Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Roy Wilson the Board voted unanimously to adopt the policy as presented with the following change:  “Illegal drugs will not be permitted on the school grounds or when in charge of student activities after duty hours”.  The Board struck the words “after duty hours”.


The Superintendent reported that Carl Williams was not ready at this meeting to give a report on the work completed on getting all policies together for review by the Board.


Gwenith Duden appeared before the Board and requested a change in the policy on releasing the names of top students.  The Board will consider this change at the same time it reviews all Board policies.

INSURANCE

Ray Hutchinson gave a report to the Board on the present health insurance coverage.

BUS MAINTENANCE


The Superintendent discussed with the Board his plans for cutting down on bus maintenance costs.  He will personally be checking major repairs prior to their being made.  All drivers will be informed of existing problems and asked to cooperate in any way possible to assist in cutting down on costs.  Governors will be installed on all buses not having one.

BOND ISSUE


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Carol Hyde the Board voted unanimously to notify the State Department of Education of its interest in participating in the proposed State Board Bond Issue.

JOINT USE OF SCHOOL BUSES


Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Roy Wilson the Board voted unanimously to enter into an agreement with the Tri-County Council for Senior Citizens for the joint use of school buses.

SCHOOL BUS CONVERSION


Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Ray Hutchinson the board unanimously authorized the Superintendent to advertise for bids for the conversion of school buses from gasoline to dual use of gasoline and propane gas.  Bids will be opened at the next meeting on Thursday, August 13 at 7:30 P.M.  On the same motion the Board authorized the Superintendent to write to Northern Propane Gas and accept their proposal for furnishing propane gas for buses if they lower the price to 65.9 for the Bell School site.  This is the bid amount currently in effect with this company.

RETIREMENT


The Superintendent and Board members reaffirmed their intent to switch their retirement from the Florida Retirement System to the Elected Officials Category.
