The Gilchrist County School Board met in Special Session on the above with all members present to wit:

After being called to order by the chairman, the following business was transacted:

LEAVES

Upon a motion by Ray Hutchinson, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board voted unanimously to grant a maternity leave of absence to Barbara Hacker beginning October 23, 1981 and extending through remainder of school term.
TAX EQUALIZATION BOARD

The Chairman, Elvin Mathews, agreed to serve on the tax equalization board and appointed Roy Wilson to serve with him.
STUDENT TRANSFERS
Upon a motion by Roy Wilson, seconded by Ray Hutchinson, the board unanimously approved the request for John M. Paul to attend school in Suwannee County.  The Superintendent asked that no action be taken at this time on the request for Brian Myrick to attend school in Suwannee County.
CONSORTIUM

The Superintendent gave the board brief information on the Northeast Florida Consortium and expressed his intent for Gilchrist County to become a member.  At a later date the Superintendent will give the board a more detailed report on the services available through the Consortium.  He also stated his intent to send a teacher or teachers to the November in-service day at the consortium in Palatka.
EMPLOYMENT

Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Superintendent and employ Myrtle Roberts to fill the position of Lynette Langford for 12 weeks while Mrs. Langford is on maternity leave.
SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS

Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Ray Hutchinson, the board voted unanimously to add Mary Barron and Mary E. Emmons to the list of approved substitute teachers.
SUBSTITUTE BUS DRIVERS

Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Ray Hutchinson, the board voted unanimously to add William Peart to the list of approved substitute bus drivers.
SALARY SCHEDULES

Upon a motion by Ray Hutchinson, seconded by Carol Hyde, the Board voted to accept the recommendation of the Superintendent and approve the salary schedule for teachers as presented.  Roy Wilson voted No.  Mr. Wilson stated his approval of the schedule but would rather wait to approve it until the October student count has been made.  (SBE #1, Page 70)

Upon a motion by Carol Hyde, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the board voted unanimously to re-adopt the 1980-81 supplement salary schedules for the 1981-82 school year.


Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Ray Hutchinson, the board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Superintendent and approve the salary schedule changes for maintenance as presented:  Add $1,000.00 to prior year salary for maintenance supervisor and $1,000.00 to salary for prior year for maintenance helper.


Upon a motion by Ray Hutchinson, seconded by Casey Carlisle, the board voted unanimously to adopt the salary schedule as presented for hourly workers in the school system at $3.35 per hour effective October 1, 1982 and extending through June 30, 1982.


Upon a motion by Casey Carlisle, seconded by Carol Hyde, the board voted unanimously to approve the salary schedule as recommended by the Superintendent for all school level non-instructional personnel, $400.00 across the board.  (SBE #1, Pages 71-72)

TEACHERS CONTRACT

The Superintendent told the Board that with the Board’s acceptance of the salary schedule that the contract with the Classroom Teachers Association of Gilchrist County is closed for the 1981-82 school year.  Miss Duden responded for the teachers association that this is their understanding also.
INFORMATION ITEMS


The Superintendent gave each board member and the board attorney a copy of a letter from Tallahassee dealing with re-appointment.


The board meeting was well attended by instructional personnel.  A few non-instructional personnel were also in attendance.
