COMPUTER SERVICE


The Board again addressed the subject of computer and data processing and, upon motion by Vera D. Lindsey and second by Casey Carlisle, the Board unanimously authorized the Board Chairman and Superintendent to sign the following letter of agreement with the State Department of Education.

Notification of Commitment to Participate in a Computer Sharing Project

The purpose of this document is to certify the commitment of Gilchrist County School District to participate in a computer sharing project with Levy, Dixie, Putnam, Union and Flagler School Districts.  The purpose of the project is to provide administrative data processing services to all six school districts.  The level of service provided as a result of this sharing should exceed that which would be affordable by any of the districts individually.  Most of the initial costs of this project, mainly the purchase of computer equipment, will be provided by a grant from the Department of Education, from funds appropriated explicitly for this type of sharing activity.  The districts participating recognize that future recurring costs of related personnel and computer hardware and software are the responsibility of the participating districts.

POLICY


The Board conducted a public hearing on part-time leave policy as advertised and upon motion by Vera D. Lindsey and second by Casey Carlisle, gave unanimous approval to the following policy:


At the beginning date of first employment during each contract year each full time member of the non-instructional staff shall be entitled to four (4) days of sick leave credit and each regular half-time employee shall be entitled to two (2) days of sick leave credit, and thereafter accrual shall be at the rate of one day per month for a regular full time employee and a pro-rated day per month for a regular half-time employee.  Leave will accrue at the close of each month without limit as to the number of days that may be accrued.  Such leave may be taken only when the employee is unable to perform his or her duties because of personal illness or illness or death of father, mother, brother, sister, husband, wife, child, or other close relative.
NEGOTIATIONS

Superintendent Eli M. Read reminded the Board that negotiations with the teacher union were specified on or after June 1, 1980 and not later than June 15, 1980 on a l980-81 contract.

MINIMUM WAGE LAW

Upon motion by Vera D. Lindsey and second by Casey Carlisle the Board unanimously approved setting the minimum wage at $3.10 per hour as provided by law retroactive to its effective date.
