DELEGATIONS


Mr. Phil Larson, Negotiator for the Classroom Teachers Association of Gilchrist County, appeared before the Board to discuss the results of a recent vote taken by the teachers on 10 or 12 checks a year.  Inasmuch as the Board’s disposition document’s language stated that checks were predicated on a year bracket of time, the Chairman requested that a response be given by the teachers as to their pinion of implementation.  Mr. Larson was reminded that as negotiator for the Association the recommendations coming out of the Special Master’s report had not been received and were overdue.  Mr. Larson stated that he would supply them within one more week.


Mrs. W.C. Douglas appeared before the Board requesting permission for her daughter to transfer from Bell High School to Trenton High School.  Upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Vera D. Lindsey the Board unanimously approved the request.

REPORTS

Mrs. Judy Stockman of Health Rehabilitative Services appeared before the Board discussing corporal punishment in public schools.

CONSTRUCTION


Mr. Craig Salley gave a status and progress report on school construction.  The Board unanimously approved to incorporate the entire Bell cafeteria roof into the addition.

CARVER LEGAL AID HEARING


Eleven o’clock a.m. having arrived as advertised, the Board upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Clyde Townsend, unanimously adopted the following Resolution after having given opportunity and hearing no opposition.

Resolution Agreeing to Provide Legal Services for Employee Charged with Criminal Action Arising Out of Performance of Duties

WHEREAS, this Board has conducted a public hearing pursuant to notice, as required by Section 120.53 (1) (d), Florida Statutes, to determine if it will expend funds for the legal defense of Grace Carver, an employed school bus driver charged with a criminal action arising out of and in the course of the performance of assigned duties and responsibilities as a school bus driver; and

WHEREAS, Section 230.234, Florida Statutes, provides that the School Boards of the several Districts are authorized to provide legal services for employees charged with devil or criminal actions arising out of the performance of assigned duties, provided the employee does not plead guilty or nolo contendere or is not found guilty after a trial; and


WHEREAS, the criminal action filed against Grace Carver is to be tried in the County Court of Gilchrist County on Wednesday, January 16, 1980, this Board has determined after the public hearing that the employee should be reimbursed or her attorney’s fees should be paid if she is found not guilty.


NOW, THEREFORE,


BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board of Gilchrist County, Florida, as follows:


1.
This Board has determined at a public meeting, after giving notice as provided by law, that it should provide legal services for Grace Carver for the defense of the charges filed against her in the County Court of Gilchrist County arising out of an accident which occurred in the course of the performance of her duties as school bus driver, provided she is found not guilty at the trial of her case on January 16, 1980.

2.
After the receipt of the results of the trial and a statement as to legal services rendered to the employee, this Board will take further action as authorized by Section 230.234, Florida Statutes.

DRUG PREVENTION PROGRAMS


Myrna Niems appeared before the Board giving a current report on the School Based Drug Prevention Program.

TITLE I, EXCEPTIONAL CHILD PROGRAM AND MASTER PLAN


Mr. Leroy Bowdoin appeared before the Board providing amendments to the ESEA Title I program, Exceptional Child program, and Master Plan as required by the State Department of Education.  Upon motion by Vera D. Lindsey and second by Casey Carlisle the Board approved the amendments.  (Due to length they are on file.)

TEST SCORES


Mr. Carl M. Williams reported that the Gilchrist County test scores continue to improve in the county schools each year and that this year the communication score was 100% county-wide and the mathematics score, 80%.
POLICIES


Two o’clock p.m. having arrived as advertised the Board considered a policy on illness and injury and heard a proposed policy on an Educational Alternative Program.  The Board, upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Vera D. Lindsey, unanimously agreed to defer action until the next Regular Meeting on February 5, 1980 following public advertising.


Upon motion by Vera D. Lindsey and second by Clyde Townsend the Board unanimously and officially adopted a policy on Cost of Records, which was temporarily approved as an emergency at its Regular Meeting in December.


The Board approved a billing of $100.00 from the Trenton Woman’s Club for use of their building for conducting nutrition classes.  This money was included in a Program Grant and already received by the Board which made it no direct cost to the Board.
RENOVATION FUNDS


Mr. Donald Hurst informed the Board that $24,000.00 in State Funds were available for renovation and repair projects and presented a recommended list of projects.  Upon motion by Casey Carlisle and second by Elvin Mathews the Board unanimously gave consent to proceed.

Mr. Hurst also informed the Board of the possibility of using Health and Safety Funds to purchase a larger motor for the Bell High School pump to furnish a more adequate water supply for school needs.  The Board, upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Clyde Townsend unanimously agreed for this to be pursued.

UNFAIR LABOR PRACTICE


Superintendent Eli M. Read informed the Board that the Public Employees Relations Commission had scheduled a hearing on an unfair labor practice filed by the Classroom Teachers Association of Gilchrist County on January 24, 1980 at 10:30 a.m. in the Courthouse.

SCHOOL BOARD DISPOSITION


The Board was unable to set a date for a legislative hearing on recommendations from the Board’s Negotiator, Eli M. Read, and the Association’s Negotiator, Phil Larson, following the Special Master’s Hearing because the Association had not yet submitted its overdue recommendation.

LAND PURCHASE


Negotiations are still in progress for purchase of additional Bell School site land from the Willis Sanders family.

In accordance with the provisions of Article XII Section 9(d) the School Capital Outlay Amendment, and Section 9 (a) (2), the Public Education Bond Amendment of the Constitution of Florida, Chapter 235.435, Florida Statutes, and State Board of Education Administrative Rules based thereon relating to the order of priority of capital outlay projects financed from funds derived under the Amendments, approval of the State Board of Education is hereby requested for the attached list of school capital outlay projects.


The School Board of the School District of Gilchrist County certifies that this list of projects and the order of priority assigned are based on (a) a survey, or surveys, made under rules of the State Board of Education dated:

December, 1979, as amended.

(b)  on State Law and the State Board of Education Administrative Rules relating to priority of projects, and (c) on other pertinent information relating to school capital outlay needs in this school district.


As said funds are made available, the said District School Board proposes to carry out these projects as nearly as practicable in the order given, subject to changes as provided in State Law and State Board of Education Administrative Rules.

Projects are placed the proper category according to the following:


I.
Completed – when a Certificate of Final Inspection has been issued a project is placed in the completed category.  This project will be eligible for the expenditure of State funds during the fiscal year the Certificate is issued and one additional fiscal year thereafter, after which, it should not be listed unless there are outstanding encumbrances.  Completed projects should be identified only by PPL number and date of Certificate of Final Inspection.

II.
Under Construction – when a contract or purchase order is executed for a project, the project is placed in the under construction category and remains there until the Certificate of Final Inspection is issued.

III.
Planned – when projects are in the planning stage and State Board of Education approval is being requested so that State capital outlay funds may be expended on the projects, they are placed in the planned category.

SCHOOL PLANT SURVEY


The Board examined copies of the report of the School Plant Survey team from the State Department of Education who recently conducted a survey of the County Schools.

Upon a motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Clyde Townsend the Board took unanimous exception to items A. and B. on Page 33 which recommended Bell High School be designated Kindergarten through ninth grade and transferring grades ten through twelve to Trenton High School.  The Board went on record as opposed to this and requested that a letter, which they would all sign, be sent to Commissioner Ralph Turlington, requesting that reconsideration be given to designating the Bell High School a permanent Kindergarten through Twelfth Grade site.

BUS ROUTES


The Board requested that in view of loads and mileage that adjustments be attempted on the Owens, Ridgeway and Mikell routes.

USE OF GYMNASIUM


Responding to a request from area churches to form a church basketball league and use the Trenton High School Gym on Saturday nights the Board gave agreement with the provision that the league reimburse the Board for use of the lights.

SALE OF LAND


Upon motion by Clyde Townsend and second by Elvin Mathews the Board adopted the following resolution:

Resolution Authorizing Sale of School Board Land in Bell, Florida


WHEREAS, this Board has previously adopted a Resolution pursuant to Section 235.04, Florida Statutes, to dispose of a small parcel of land North of the public road that is situated North of the Bell High School and which is no longer suitable for educational purposes, by private sale to Southern Bell Telephone & Telegraph Company, for the sum of $2,000.00, cash, upon delivery of the County Deed; and


WHEREAS, the prior Resolution of the Board, adopted on June 5, 1979, contained the legal description of the land prior to being surveyed by the buyer, and the buyer having furnished a copy of the survey with a more accurate description than stated in the prior Resolution, it is necessary to adopt a further Resolution containing the corrected legal description according to the survey.


NOW, THEREFORE,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Gilchrist County School Board, that:


1.
The Resolution of the Board adopted on June 5, 1979, and the option issued on July 3, 1979, to Southern Bell Telephone & Telegraph Company, are hereby confirmed except as to the legal description, which is corrected by this Resolution.


2.
The legal description of the parcel of land North of the public road and North of the Bell High School grounds is corrected to read as follows:

Commence at the Southwest corner of Block 15 of the Town of Bell, Section 25, Township 8 South, Range 14 East, Gilchrist County, Florida, for a point of reference; thence run South 29 degrees East, a distance of 295 feet; thence run South 59 degrees West, a distance of 17 feet; thence run South 25 degrees East, a distance of 237 feet to a corner of a store; thence run South, a distance of 26 feet; thence run East, a distance of 36 feet; thence run South 30 degrees East, a distance of 15 feet to a fence corner; thence run South 89 degrees East, a distance of 105 feet to a fence corner and the point of beginning; thence from the said Point of Beginning run North a distance of 80 feet to a fence corner; thence East, a distance of 107 feet to a fence corner; thence run South, a distance of 90 feet to a fence corner; thence continue South to the intersection with the South line of the aforementioned Section 25; thence run West along the said South line of Section 25, a distance of 107 feet, more or less, to the intersection with  a line that is South of the said point of beginning; thence run North to the point of Beginning, being more precisely described as follows:
For a point of reference commence at a concrete monument being the Southeast corner of Section 25, Township 8 South, Range 14 East, Gilchrist County, Florida, thence run North 88 degrees 53 minutes 05 seconds West, along the South line of said Section 25, a distance of 677.58 feet to the Point of Beginning; thence, from said point of beginning, continue North 88 degrees 53 minutes 05 seconds West along said South line a distance of 106.93 feet; thence run North 00 degrees 31 minutes 29 seconds East, a distance of 25.00 feet to a concrete monument, thence continue North 00 degrees 31 minutes 29 seconds East, a distance of 92.56 feet to a concrete monument; thence run South 87 degrees 18 minutes 29 seconds East, a distance of 107.00 feet to a concrete monument; thence run South 00 degrees 31 minutes 29 seconds West, a distance of 89.61 feet to a concrete monument; thence continue South 00 degrees 31 minutes 29 seconds West, a distance of 25.00 feet to close on the Point of Beginning.  LESS AND EXCEPT existing road right-of-way.


3.
This Board has previously determined and declared the said land to be unnecessary and unsuitable for education purposes, and that the Board should dispose of the same by private sale to Southern Bell Telephone & Telegraph Company for $2,000.00 cash, upon delivery of a County deed.

4.
The Chairman of the Board and Eli M. Read, as Secretary to the Board, are hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver to Southern Bell Telephone & Telegraph Company a Deed, without warranty of title, in the form provided by Section 125.41, Florida Statutes.  Delivery of the Deed is authorized upon receipt of the sum of $2,000.00.
