NUTRITION AND HEALTH


Mr. Harrison Schofield appeared before the Board explaining a nutrition and health program participated in by representatives of the county school system, Janet Bradley and Janet Langford, to be implemented by training other teachers.  The Board, upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Vera D. Lindsey, unanimously agreed to incorporate it into the system.

NEGOTIATIONS


Superintendent Eli M. Read reported to the Board that negotiations with the Teachers’ Association was proceeding faster than during the past year.
CONSTRUCTION


Craig Salley, Architects, appeared before the Board presenting floor and schematic drawings of construction for the Bell and Trenton High Schools.  The Board, upon motion by Clyde Townsend and second by Elvin Mathews, unanimously approved them to date and agreed to a Special Meeting on August 21, 1979 at 8:00 o’clock p.m. for further viewing of plans and a hearing on the final adoption of the 1979-80 school budget.

SCHOOL BUSES


The Board, upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Vera D. Lindsey, unanimously approved the purchase of two G.M.C. 65-passenger school buses made available through the Transportation Section of the State Department of Education at State bid prices less a discount of $1959.00 including delivery because of a duplication of an order by another county.

COMPUTER MATH PROGRAM


Superintendent Eli M. Read reported to the Board of Mr. Jim Evans’ proposal of a computer math program.  The Board expressed concern and accepted it as information.
TEACHER WORK DAYS BEYOND CONTRACT PERIOD


The Board, upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Vera D. Lindsey, unanimously requested Board Attorney William O. Clifton to write a policy permitted pay for personnel who are assigned to work days beyond the regular contract period to be advertised and presented at the next Regular Meeting.

TENTATIVE MILLAGE


Upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Clyde Townsend the Board tentatively agreed to set School Board millage at 6.4 mills for the 1979-80 school year.  Voting for the motion were Elvin Mathews, Clyde Townsend, Vera D. Lindsey and Roy M. Wilson.  Voting against the motion was Casey Carlisle.
CIVIL ACTION SUIT


In its defense against a civil action suit filed by Casey Carlisle against the Board and Superintendent Eli M. Read, the Board, upon motion by Elvin Mathews and second by Vera D. Lindsey, approved securing the services of C. Graham Carothers and any other legal services needed to assist the Board Attorney or to represent the Board in the case.  Voting for the motion were Elvin Mathews, Vera D. Lindsey, Clyde Townsend and Roy M. Wilson.  Voting against the motion was Casey Carlisle.
PAY DATES


The Board, relative to a unanimously carried motion by Vera D. Lindsey and second by Casey Carlisle at its Regular Meeting on July 10, 1979 for establishing a common pay date on the 5th day of each month for personnel of the school systems confirmed this date in agreement with the following excerpt from the Teachers’ Association letter:  “the Association will agree to the 5th of each month as the pay date.”
