How do I setup a parent/teacher conference?

Call the Marshall JHS Office (217) 826-2812 to schedule your telephone conference or
Google Meets conference with one or all of your student’s teachers. Group conferencing
(all teachers together) are available also. Please share with the office your desired method
of conference.

How long will my student’s conference last?
To assist in managing all telephone and video conferencing for all parents and teachers
each conference is scheduled for a 15-minute time slot.

What happens after I have scheduled my parent-teacher conference?

Depending on your method of conference (telephone or Google Meets):

Telephone

Your student’s teacher(s) will call you on the scheduled day and time that you set with
the office.

Google Meets (video conference)

An email invitation will be sent to you from the MJHS office, which includes date of
conference, time, all person invited, and the video conference link. Please make sure that
a current email address is given to the office if it has changed
