A. MOTION (Schwiderson); SUPPORTED (Caulfield), and carried unanimously the Board of Education go into closed session at 6:00 p.m. for the purpose of conducting a student disciplinary hearing.

MOTION (Moore); SUPPORTED (Schwiderson), and carried unanimously based upon the conclusion of the disciplinary investigation, coupled with the requested verification of preponderance of evidence, the Au Gres-Sims Board of Education act to expel student #2017-2, within the original intent of the motion passed on October 23, 2017, for 180 school days inclusive of the days already served during his long-term suspension.


President Garry explained that the student must petition the board for reinstatement prior to the expiration of the expulsion term, and that the student must present evidence to argue  why he should be reinstated; i.e. attending counseling, community service, etc. to support his efforts to return to good standing.

 
The student's parent questioned if the expulsion was restricted to Au Gres-Sims or if other schools were included.  Mr. Collier shared the family will receive confirmation of the  board's action.
