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MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL

The summer of 2006 was a long one. After being hired to teach social studies at LCC, | spent the ma-
jority of June, July and August preparing for the upcoming school year. Although | was excited to return to
my alma mater, the thought of former teachers now being colleagues was a bit intimidating.

Once the school year began, | spent countless hours trying to come up with creative and chal-
lenging lesson plans for one difficult class in particular and, by the end of the first month, | was drowning in
grading and lesson planning. A few months into the school year, Ginny Moore stopped by LCC to visit some
of her former colleagues; Ginny had taught history at LCC for years and was one of the main reasons why |
decided to become an educator. In the mid-late 1990’s, | had taken every class that | could with her. | had
never told her how much | enjoyed having her as a teacher and wasn’t sure she would even remember me
eight years later but, to my delight, she did. However, she was not convinced that things were “going well”
when she inquired about my classes. (Apparently a teacher’'s memory isn’t the only thing that stays intact
when they retire; her instincts were also spot on!) When she invited me to her house to chat, | jumped at
the chance.

When | arrived at Ginny’s house, | was invited into her library and was blown away by the number of books on every topic
imaginable. After some chitchat, Ginny began to inquire about the topics | was covering in class. As | began to rattle off the people
and events, she proceeded to walk over to the appropriate bookshelf and retrieve books on each topic. | was amazed that she knew
right where to look; she was a live Google search engine. Within fifteen minutes, | had ten new books and thus began our weekly
visits. The books were nice and very much appreciated, but it was her knowledge about history and the wisdom about life that |
looked forward to the most. On one of my last visits before she got very ill, she gave me some of her personal effects. One piece in
particular is my favorite: a Thunderbird ring.

My Thunderbird ring has become a staple in my wardrobe, particularly on spirit days. One day after taking over as school
counselor after Bob Seggerson announced his retirement, he happened to notice it and asked where | got it. When | told him, he
smiled and informed me that he had gotten the ring for Ginny on a trip out west in the summer of 1977. Talk about feeling nostalgic:
| was wearing a ring that my former history teacher once wore that was given to her by my current mentor. When | asked Seg if he
wanted it back, he told me to “keep it, wear it and pass it on at some point.”

Ten years later, | continue to wear the ring. It reminds me of all those special Thunderbirds, like Ginny Moore and many
others, who have shaped LCC into what it is today. Several of them are depicted in the mural atop the bleachers in the Fr. Herr Gym-
nasium . Every year Seg teaches students about the history of the school so that they can provide information about LCC’s history as
well as the current happenings of the school when they give tours to alumni and prospective students and families.

Each of the people in the mural represent themselves and many others who had a hand in establishing the faith-based,
academically sound and athletically competitive programs that have made LCC what it is today. As Theodore Roosevelt once said,
‘the more you know about the past, the better off you will be about the future’. When they hear stories about Fr. Herr and Ginny
Moore, our students learn about the school’s beginning and its evolution through changing times, all the while keeping Christ at the
center.

As Catholic educators, we strive always to educate the mind, heart and spirit in the ways of Christ. Whether it is through our
new course Freshmen Focus, annual class retreats, our College Credit Plus program or signature senior capstone initiative, we are
committed to providing our students with faith formation, real world experiences, and higher-level critical thinking skills. This year we
are introducing a new initiative where the entire LCC faculty, staff and student body community will read the book Start Something
That Matters, by Blake Mycoskie. The message of the book will be integrated into our curriculum throughout the next school year
through classroom discussions, service projects and, hopefully, other divinely inspired initiatives.

This year I'll be serving LCC as principal. You can be sure that my Thunderbird ring will be called upon for inspiration and
reassurance from Ginny Moore and all the many others who have led this great school in the past. While I'll probably not be passing
the ring to anyone any time soon, | promise to pass on the proud traditions that have formed LCC today.
