PHYSICADISTANCING

CDPHCDCandthe localPublicHealthOfficerhavecommunicatedhat the physicaldistancingto alargeextent, is
one of the mostdifficult aspectsof schoolreopening.With physicaldistancingijt isimportantto rememberthat
hygieneand maskwearingplayalargerole the distancebetweenstudentsandthe distancinggecommendations.

Distancingon the Bus
CDPHecommends'maximizing’spacebetweenstudentsand betweenstudentsandthe driver.

TheRegionalAssociatiorof Northern CaliforniaHealthOfficersstate that Transportationshould“maximizephysical
distancingoetweenstudentson the busby limiting availableseatsaspracticableand no more than 2 studentsper
seat.” Studentsshouldbe spacedasfar apartaspossible anddriversare encouragedo seatstudentsin everyother
row, whenfeasible.In addition,the documentstatesthat busridersshouldbe seateda minimum of six(6) feet from
the driver whenboth are seated.Windowsshouldalsobe open,when practical,to allowfor maximizedair flow.

Transportatiorwill:
Ensureb feet of distancingoetweenthe driver andriderswhen seated.Establisha “quarantine” seatto
isolatestudentswho may exhibit COVID-likeymptomsduringthe time the busisin transit.
Ensurethat the seatwill be a minimumof 6 feet from the driverandanyother students.
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Seatstudentsin amannerthat meetsthe criteriaaboveand maximizeseatoccupancyof remainingseats
to not more than two studentsper seat.

Thesedroplets
canrangein sizefrom largerdroplets(someof which are visible)to smallerdroplets. Smalldropletscanalsoform
particleswhenthey dry very quicklyin the airstream.

Someinfectionscanbe spreadby exposureto virusin smalldropletsand particlesthat canlingerin the air for
minutesto hours.Thesevirusesmaybe ableto infect peoplewho are further than 6 feet awayfrom the personwho
isinfectedor after that personhasleft the space.

Thiskind of spreadis referredto asairbornetransmissiorandis animportant waythat infectionslike tuberculosis,
measlesand chickenpoxare spread.

Thereis evidencethat undercertainconditions,peoplewith COVID-18eemto haveinfectedotherswho were more
than 6 feet away. Thesetransmission®ccurredwithin enclosedspaceghat hadinadequateventilation. Sometimes
the infectedpersonwasbreathingheavily,for examplewhile singingor exercisingUnderthesecircumstances,
scientistsbelievethat the amountof infectioussmallerdroplet and particlesproducedby the peoplewith COVID-19
becameconcentratedenoughto spreadthe virusto other people.Thepeoplewho were infectedwerein the same
spaceduringthe sametime or shortly after the personwith COVID-19ad left.
