1. President Sid Graber called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, October 12th, 2020, at the Pretty Prairie Civic Theatre.  
2. President Sid Graber asked for the approval of Rebecca Blew as Board Clerk.  Motion was made by Jeff Welker, seconded by Jay Gehring.  Carried 7-0.  

3. Motion by Jon Schrag, seconded by Jeff Welker, to approve the agenda with the following addition:  Item VI.I. Food Service as presented.  Carried 7-0.
4. Motion by Priscilla Hoyt, seconded by Jay Gehring, to approve the consent agenda, which included minutes of the 09/14/2020 regular meeting, and the 09/20/2020/20 special meeting; the Check Listing Report, the Cash Summary Report, and the Account Summary Report, and Petty Cash Reports. Carried 7-0.

5. The following guest was given time to address the Board concerning Reno County’s Gating Policy:  Brock Wells.

6. Principal Kevin Hedrick gave an update on activities and enrollment at the schools.
7. Teacher and FFA Instructor, Cody Day, gave an update on improvements being made to the school farm and information on an application for a Farm to School Grant.  
8. Barb Mashak gave a presentation on Service Dogs.  Barb made a request to bring the Service Dogs into the schools to socialize.  Priscilla requested to table it until next month.   

9. The Board reviewed the newest update in Pretty Prairie’s Gating Criteria in regards to hybrid class attendance, staffing, extracurricular activities, and spectators at those activities.  It was requested by the board to take Wednesday, October 14th as a snow day to bring in teachers to discuss the best option for our district.  The Board will continue the discussion at a Special Meeting on Friday, October 16th, at the Pretty Prairie Civic Theatre, at 6 a.m.   
10. Superintendent Randy Hendrickson gave several facility updates.  He presented a Facility Assessment provided by GLMV Architecture which will be present at Novembers meeting to review.  Also presented for approval was placement of an Ideaktek cabinet as part of their expansion project to help increase capacity to Pretty Prairie and Surrounding areas at the corner of K-14 and Pretty Prairie Road.  It was tabled until Friday, October 16th, at the Special BOE Meeting while the board has time to review the easement agreement.  
11. Continuing facility updates:  A proposal was made for touchless water faucets and drinking fountains.  Leon McDaniel made a motion to accept the bid from Barkley Plumbing Corp. Priscilla Hoyt seconded it.  Carried 7-0.
12. Superintendent Randy Hendrickson gave an update regarding transportation which included the need to purchase another van and continue to update our bus fleet.  Superintendent Randy Hendrickson and Board Members Jeff Welker and Sid Graber will begin researching options.  
13. Motion made by Leon McDaniel and seconded by Priscilla Hoyt to approve Apptegy as the developer of our website and mobile app ($5870/yearly with a $1,900 setup fee and 5 year commitment).  Carried 7-0.
14. Superintendent Randy Hendrickson presented information in regards to the funds left on USD 311’s Small Rural School Grant with options to use those monies for an additional para in our district.  

15. Superintendent Randy Hendrickson received an update in regards to Redesign/KESA accreditation.  The District will postpone the KESA visit for 2020-2021 School year as the state afforded us the opportunity to do so because of COVID.  

16. Jay Gehring reported on the October meeting of the Reno County Education Coop Board.
17. Motion was made by Jon Schrag, seconded by Jeff Welker to approve a price increase in adult lunches from $3.75 to $4.15.  Carried 7-0.  

18. Motion made by Priscilla Hoyt, seconded by Jay Gehring to approve the slate of Authorized District Signer’s for USD311.  Carried 7-0.

19. Board took a 5-minute recess from 9:24 p.m.-9:29 p.m. before going into executive session.
