The Title VI Indian Education Program will sponsor a Summer Enrichment Camp for American Indian students in grades 3-8 currently attending the Public Schools of Robeson County / CIS and Southside Ashpole. 4. Have the signature of recommendation by a Principal, YDS, Teacher or School Counselor

5. If the Public Schools of Robeson County requires your child to attend summer school during the same time, the student would not be eligible to attend the Indian Education Summer Enrichment Camp.
