Surveillance of Facilities and Grounds 
Surveillance equipment may be used as necessary in facilities and on School District property and school buses. Staff, students, and visitors have no expectation of privacy while on school property in common areas including among others, hallways, parking lots, grounds, cafeterias, school buses, and gymnasiums. The purpose of this equipment is to secure the buildings and grounds, to monitor conduct, and to maintain a safe environment for staff, students, and visitors.

Data from surveillance equipment will be subject to district policy regarding confidentiality and this data shall not be made public. Only Members of the Board, the Superintendent, or designee, and if necessary, law enforcement officials will be allowed to review data from surveillance equipment.

If this data becomes the subject of a disciplinary hearing, or it documents a criminal or security incident, such data shall be treated like other evidence in such proceedings.

The content of surveillance data that can be used to identify individual students are student records and shall be subject to District policy and procedures concerning student records.
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
