
 

 

AMATEUR STATUS AND AWARDS  

To be eligible to participate in a sport, you must be an amateur in that sport. Amateur status, and 
eligibility, is lost if you, or your parent(s) or guardian(s), receive money or property for or 
related to your athletic ability, participation, performance, services, or training in a sport. 

You may receive be recognized and receive awards for your participation only from your school 
or school-affiliated booster club, the sponsor of an athletic event, a non-profit service 
organization approved by your school Principal, or the news media. Permissible awards include 
items of apparel, a blanket, watch, ring, scroll, carry-on or warm-up bag, photograph, medal, 
plaque, or similar award, which must bear appropriate institutional insignia or comparable 
identification. The fair market value of all of the items provided to you may not exceed $200. If 
they do, you must return the items in excess of $200.
