Parents, teachers, school staff and students have been providing input through stakeholder meetings, surveys, school site council meetings, 
ELAC/DELAC meetings, site parent meetings and email correspondence with administrators.  All meetings have been held virtually and it 
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has afforded more families access to attend.  We focused on the seven supplemental areas in this plan and also how we ensure it ties into 
our LCAP.   Stakeholder meetings were held at various times and days to ensure that staff had several opportunities to participate.  We held 
a community meeting with all stakeholder groups represented and prioritized the recommendations from staff that we obtained through 
meetings and surveys.         

 
 

A description of how students will be identified and the needs of students will be assessed. 
 

NCLUSD will use multiple measures to assess and identify student needs.  We use DIBELs as a universal screener in grades TK-5th.  We 
administer the Benchmark Assessment three times per year and also progress monitor students throughout the year to determine the 
effectiveness of our interventions.  We will also use data from STAR Math and STAR ELA in grades 1st-8th to measure Lexile growth and 
progress towards standards. 6-1th Grade students will continue to be assessed quarterly using Achieve 3000.   We will continue to use 
formative and summative classroom assessments to determine student need and provide intervention and scaffolded instruction.  It will be 
important to not only gather data but to act on the data.  We plan to continue to  provide interventions at each site.  To further support 
interventions, we will hire two intervention teachers to support our elementary sites.  We also will provide ongoing professional development 
to to teachers and instructional aides on the use of supplemental programs, ongoing progress monitoring and best practices in meeting the 
needs of students at risk of not meeting future outcomes.  Based on data we have already gathered we have identified math and writing as 
two main areas of need and will be addressing those areas in this plan as well as in our LCAP.  We have also used an Universal Screener at 
the elementary and surveys at the secondary to determine students' need for Social-Emotional Supports.  Each site has a team dedicated to 
working on a plan to provide SEL support when students return in the 21-22 school year.  This was also a top priority in our LCAP based on 
stakeholder input. We will continue to use the Universal Screener and Surveys throughout the year to measure progress and determine the 
need for SEL supports.

We will use a variety of methods to inform parents of opportunities for supplemental instruction and support.  Elementary sites use Class 
Dojo to communicate with parents and secondary sites use Parent Square.  Sites also hold monthly 2nd Cup of Coffee Meetings with 
parents.  We will also use the district website to inform parents of opportunities for supplemental instruction and support.  All information sent 
home is in both English and Spanish.  We also provide interpreters at all site and district meetings in Spanish and Sign Language.
