e The state assessments assess critical state standards, including higher-level thinking, communication, reasoning, problem
solving, and application of knowledge and skills in new situations. State test results help families and educators know if
their student’s learning is on track, if extra help is needed, or to determine eligibility for accelerated learning opportunities.

e In high school, assessment results are necessary in order to complete the graduation required High School and Beyond Plan
(and if applicable the IEP Transition Plan). In addition, the results from the 10%" grade ELA and Math test are used to inform
course-taking for the next two years of high school. When a 10" grade student demonstrates they have met standard on
the test, they will have greater course-taking flexibility.

o Test refusals penalize schools and districts. Students who do not test are counted among the number of students who do
not meet standard. This is reflected in the Accountability Index. Schools and districts that fall below the 95% participation

rate on state tests jeopardize eligibility for any state or federal awards or recognitions.
