NOTE TO PUBLIC
ADDRESSING THE BOARD 

The Board of Education is a deliberative body, not a forum. To facilitate the orderly conduct of a meeting, the following methods should be followed.
1. Each speaker, when recognized by the President, shall be identified by name before he or she makes a statement or poses a question.

2. Discussion should be directed to the Board as a whole. If additional information is needed, the questions may be taken under advisement and answered later. The Board may not address a citizen’s comment at the time of the Board meeting. However, at the citizen’s request and at the direction of the Board, the Superintendent will be responsible for providing the citizen with a response in a timely manner.
3. Presentations should be limited to 5 minutes. The President may set a different time limit, depending on the situation.  Due to the nature of the topic, it is anticipated that a limit of 2 minutes per comment may be necessary.  A sign-up sheet will be present at the meeting.
4. It shall be in order for the Board to stop a speaker for clarification of statements.
5. No person addressing the Board shall make charges or level complaints against individual employees of the district. Charges or complaints will only be accepted in writing (if signed by the person) or voiced during an executive session of the Board. 
6. Persons wishing to place items on the printed agenda should notify either the Superintendent or the President of the Board of Education by Tuesday noon preceding the meeting.
7. Citizens should seek out answers to questions pertaining to school from the school district administration. If information is not satisfactory, they should then address their inquiry to the Board.

The Board governs the schools within the context of laws, State regulations, and School Board Policy. It does this as a body. An individual Board member cannot act for the Board except when

specifically directed to do so by official action of the Board of Education.
