1. Welcome and Review of Objectives for February 25 Meeting
Dr. Chennell-Carter gave participants time to review the minutes of January 13 meeting.  She reminded participants that voting members would be choosing top priorities for 2016-17 goals.
2.  Review of District Action Plans for 2015-16 School Year
Dr. Chennell-Carter referred to the handout with the 2015-16 Action Plans.  She reminded participants that just because an item is complete, it is not removed.  One exception would be the Central Royally Fit Program, since that is not only complete but is no longer being used.  
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There were two items that were tabled from the last meeting which the committee had asked to revisit at this meeting.   The first was Goal 1, Point #5:  We do have high-quality staff, but we may not be able to keep them.  It is completed, but staff members feel that it should be labeled ongoing.  Vote:  ongoing.  The second item was Goal 2, Point #9 (regarding implementing supplemental materials in the Literacy Standards for ELA/ELD, science, and social studies).  After discussion, participants agreed to label this point as in progress.
3.  Prioritization of Action Plans for 2016-17
Dr. Chennell-Carter gave instructions for how the group was going to be voting on Action Plans for the upcoming school year.  Voting members were given green lanyards with a name badge that identified them as voting members; enlarged versions of the 2016-17 Action Plans were posted at stations around the room.  Members were asked to use markers to select and mark their top 3 choices under Goal 1, top 7 under Goal 2, and top 4 under Goal 3.  They were also provided with sticky notes; Dr. Chennell-Carter instructed members to write on these notes any action plans that they thought would help our foster youth, low-socio economic, and English learners.  She gave members 20 minutes to discuss priorities and to mark their choices.

Dr. Chennell-Carter had volunteers read out loud those priorities that had ten or more check marks.  Her next instruction to the group was to place the 20 colored stickers they’d each been given on points that had fewer than 10 check marks next to them.  Jim Galloway gave a pitch in favor of Goal 1, Point #1, which states:  The District will assess, revise, and continue implementation of the 5-year facility plan.  Kristen Wilson proposed a rewrite of two points in Goal 1; her proposal reads as follows:  The District will have a competitive salary schedule in order to retain and hire highly qualified staff that is comparable to districts identified in the collective bargaining agreements and surrounding districts.  Lenita Gaston asked that “noon duty” be changed to “campus supervisors” as agreed upon with CSEA and the school board.

Results of the voting, as well as additional ideas that were presented by various members, are shown in the attachment.
