Case #018-012:  Student #2100007728 and the student’s parents attended the hearing.  The hearing was also attended by one of the student’s teachers.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Superintendent Robert Rankin gave his recommendation.  Christie McElroy moved, with Michelle Walker-Crawford seconding, to place student #2100007728 in FOCUS in Group C under expulsion umbrella; to transport student to FOCUS site by bus, parent/guardian or approved non-student adult; to ban student from all campuses and school functions; that student must seek counseling at parent/guardian expense and must present proof of successful completion of counseling, or continuation thereof,  prior to returning to regular classes; and that if student chooses not to attend FOCUS, student shall be expelled from all Gilchrist County public schools for remainder of 2017-2018 and all of 2018-2019.  Approval was unanimous.
The meeting resumed in open session.
