Furniture and Cabinetmaking IT: Advanced Technigues
This one-year course will provide second-year cabinetmaking students with the necessary
knowledge and skills to pursue entry-level employment in the field of cabinetmaking. Special
emphasis is placed on advanced machining techniques and advanced wood joinery.
Cabinetmaking II will further develop the student’s technical skills that will be used in the
cabinetmaking field.
Furniture and Cabinetmaking I is a prerequisite for this course.
