As such, we 
would like to let you know there is a possibility that some changes in school bus transportation may be required in the 
near future. 
 
Like many other organizations, Kelso School District’s staffing and resources are being affected by the COVID-19 
pandemic. We are doing our best to work through these challenges with the least amount of impact on our families. 
However, in planning ahead, we may need to combine and/or double some bus routes. If so, these changes may affect 
the times your students would be picked up and/or dropped off.

• An email will be sent to the email addresses on file in your Skyward account 
• A voicemail will be left on phone numbers listed in your Skyward account 
• A text message will be sent to the cell phone number listed in your Skyward account 
• The information will be posted on our district transportation webpage, as well as on the home page of impacted
